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EDENVILLE TOWNSHIP ZONING ORDINANCE

NUMBER 165
Effective April 18, 2008

The Township of Edenville, Midland County, Michigan, pursuant to the authority vested in it by Act 184
of Public Acts of the State of Michigan of 1943, as amended, hereby amends the Edenville Township
Zoning Ordinance No. 152, to read as follows:

EDENVILLE TOWNSHIP ZONING ORDINANCE
MIDLAND COUNTY, MICHIGAN

This being an ordinance to establish zoning districts within the unincorporated portion of the Township
of Edenville, Midland County, Michigan in accordance with Act 184 of the Public Acts of the state of
Michigan for the year 1943, as amended, and to regulate and encourage and prohibit certain uses of
the land therein and regulate and limit the location, size, area and height of buildings thereon, and to
provide for the administration and enforcement thereof.
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ARTICLE 1. TITLE AND PURPOSE

Section 1.01 A Title

This ordinance shall be known and cited and referred to as the "Edenville Township Zoning
Ordinance."

Section 1.02 ii Purpose

The provisions of this ordinance shall be the minimum requirement, adopted for the promotion of the
public health, safety, convenience, comfort, prosperity, and general welfare. Where this ordinance
imposes greater restrictions upon the use of land, buildings or other structures, or requires larger yards
or other open spaces, than are imposed or required by other provisions of law or ordinance, the
provisions of this ordinance shall prevail.
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ARTICLE 2. DEFINITIONS

Section 2.01 i1 Rules Applying to the Text

The following rules of construction shall apply to the text of this Ordinance.

1. Except with respect to the headings contained in Section 2.2, the headings that title a chapter, a
section or a subsection of this Ordinance are for the purposes of organization and are not to be
considered in any construction or interpretation of this Ordinance or as enlarging or restricting any
of its terms or provisions in any respect.

2. When inconsistent with the context, words used in the present tense shall include the future tense,
words in the singular shall include the plural and words in the plural shall include the singular.

3. The word "shall" is always mandatory and not discretionary. The word "may' is permissive.

4. A "building" or "structure" includes any part thereof unless specifically excluded.

5. The word "person” shall include a firm, association, partnership, joint venture, corporation, trust,
municipal or public entity, or equivalent entity or any combination of them as well as a natural
person.

6. The words "used" and "occupied", as applied to any land, building or structure, shall be construed
to include the phrases "intended to be", "arranged to be", or "designed to be" used or occupied.

7. The words "erected" or "erection" as applied to any building or structure, shall be construed to
include the words "built", "constructed”, "reconstructed", "moved upon", or any physical operation
or work on the land on which the building or structure is to be built, constructed, reconstructed or
moved upon, such as excavation, filling, drainage or the like.

8. The particular shall control the general.

9. Terms not herein defined shall have common, customary meanings.

Section 2.02 A Definitions

For the purpose of this ordinance certain terms are herewith defined. When not inconsistent with the
context, words used in the plural include the singular. The word "shall" is always mandatory and not
merely directory.

ACCESS PROPERTY & A property, parcel or lot abutting a lake or waterway connected to the lake,
and used or intended to be used for providing access to the lake by pedestrian or vehicular traffic to
and from off shore land regardless of whether said access to the water is gained by easement,
common fee ownership, lease, license, gift, business invitation, or any other form or dedication or
conveyance.

ACCESSORY BUILDINGS/STRUCTURES o A single story supplementary structure, not to exceed
15 feet in height nor more than 400 square feet on the same lot or parcel of land as the main structure,
devoted exclusively to an accessory use. Accessory buildings shall not include any dwelling structure,
garage, well house, gazebo, deck, or similar structure.

ACCESSORY USE -- A use naturally and normally incidental to, subordinate to, and devoted
exclusively to the main use of the land or building.

AGRICULTURE -- The use of land for tilling of the soil, the raising of tree and field crops, animal
husbandry, and other agriculturally related uses.
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ALTERED -- Any change in previous conditions such as usage, location, square footage, or height of a
building.

BASEMENT -- That portion of a building partially below average ground grade, with the exception of
crawl| spaces.

BUILDING -- An independent structure having a roof supported by columns or walls resting on its own
foundation.

BUILDING LINE, MINIMUM SETBACK -- The minimum distance which any building must be located
from a right-of-way or property line or high water line.

BUILDING LINE, FRONT -- The line that coincides with the face of the building nearest the front line of
the lot. This face includes decks and porches but does not include steps or the eave of the roof. Said
line shall be parallel to the front lot line and measured as a straight line between the intersecting points
with the side yard.

BUILDING LINE, REAR -- The line that coincides with the face of the building nearest the rear line of
the lot. This face includes decks and porches but does not include steps or the eave of the roof. Said
line shall be parallel to the rear lot line and measured as a straight line between the intersecting points
with the side yard.

BUILDING LINE, SIDE & The line that coincides with the face of the building nearest either side yard
line. This face includes decks and porches but does not include steps or the eave of the roof.

CANOPIES & A movable structure usually constructed of tubular steel and canvas, plastic tarp, or
sheet metal covers, typically used to cover vehicles or boats. They shall be considered accessory
structures.

COMMERCIAL BUSINESS -- A purposeful business that is engaged in the exchange of, or buying and
selling of goods and/or services, as a means of livelyhood.

COMMERCIAL VEHICLE -- A commercial vehicle is any vehicle the manufacturer rates as having
more than a 3/4 ton load capacity, excluding recreational or farm vehicles.

DWELLING, ONE FAMILY -- A detached dwelling designed for, and occupied exclusively by one
family.

DWELLING, TWO FAMILY -- A dwelling designed for, and occupied exclusively by two families living
independently of each other, under one roof.

DWELLING, MULTIPLE FAMILY -- A dwelling designed and used as a residence for three or more
families, living independently of each other, under one roof.
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DWELLING, UNIT -- A building or portion of a dwelling providing for complete living quarters for one
family. It may be a one family, two family, or multiple family dwelling.

EASEMENT O The right, privilege, or interest that one party has in the land of another. For the
purpose of front, side, and rear yard setbacks an easement will be considered the same as right of
way.

ESSENTIAL SERVICES -- The term "Essential Services" shall include gas, electric, steam, or water
transmission or distribution systems, collection, communication, supply, or disposal systems
reasonably necessary for the public health, safety, or general welfare.

FAMILY -- A family is any number of persons living together on the premises comprising a single
housekeeping unit and related by blood or marriage and including the domestic employees thereof.
Any group of up to 6 persons, exclusive of domestic employees, not so related shall be considered to
constitute one family.

FARM -- Any parcel of land which is used for gain in the production of field and tree crops, livestock,
poultry, and dairy products consisting of 10 acres or more.

FARM ANIMAL -- Including but not limited to, cows, pigs, sheep, goats, llamas, alpacas, buffalo and
poultry. Pets that may be purchased at a typical pet store are not considered farm animals.

FENCING -- A permanent partition, structure, or gate, erected as a dividing marker made up of
materials designed specifically for that use.

FLOOR AREA -- Area, of all living space, determined by outside wall dimensions of dwelling. The
garage and unfinished basement areas are excluded.

FRATERNAL LODGES OR CLUBS -- A private group organized for some mutual aim or pursuit who
meets regularly and whose activities are mainly confined within a meeting.

GARAGE PRIVATE -- A private garage is a building attached or unattached, typically used for the
parking or storage of vehicles by the property owner (s). This shall also include a carport.

GREEN BELT -- A green belt shall be a buffer area consisting of space which shall be either level or a
berm and landscaped with trees, shrubs, vines, and ground covers which will provide a continuous year
round obscuring screen.

HOME OCCUPATION -- An occupation for gain or support conducted solely by members of a family
residing on the premises and conducted entirely on the premises in the dwelling and/or garage. Home
occupations shall not be conducted or maintained in any accessory building or pole barn.

JUNK YARD -- A place, structure, or parcel of land where junk, discarded waste, salvaged or similar
materials, such as old iron or other metal, wood, lumber, glass, paper, rags, cloth, bagging, motor
vehicle parts, machine parts, cordage, barrels, containers, etc., are bought, sold, exchanged,
maintained, baled, packed, disassembled, stored, including but not limited to, auto wrecking yards,
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used lumber yards, house wrecking yards, and places or yards for use of salvaged house wrecking and
structural steel materials and equipment.

KENNEL -- Any premises where more than 3 (three) dogs are boarded for gain or are kept for the
purpose of sale or personal use.

LOT -- A parcel of land, separate from other parcels, which is part of a recorded subdivision, plat, or
described by metes and bounds in any survey, conveyance or deed, whether or not recorded.

LOT, AREA -- The total horizontal area within the lot lines of the lot.

LOT, CORNER -- A lot located at the intersection of two or more streets where the corner interior angle
formed by the intersection of two streets is 135 degrees or less; a lot abutting on a curved street or
streets is tangent to the curve at the two points where the lot lines meet the curve forming an interior
angle of less than 135 degrees.

LOT, INTERIOR -- An interior lot is a lot other than a corker lot.

LOT LINE, FRONT -- The front lot line is a line dividing the lot from the road right-of-way, or a line
designated on a plat as the front lot line. On a corner lot the shorter lot line shall be considered the front
lot line unless otherwise designated in the plat. (see figure 1)

LOT LINE, SIDE -- Any lot line not a front or rear lot line. (see figure 1)
LOT LINE, REAR -- The rear lot line is the lot line opposite the front lot line. (see figure 1)

LOT, RECORD OF -- A parcel of land, the dimensions of which are shown on a document or map on
file with the County Register of Deeds or in common use by county and community officials and which
actually exists as shown, or any part of such parcel held in a record ownership separate from that of
the remainder thereof.

LOT, WIDTH OF -- Width of the lot at particular points as designated in this ordinance.

MINING -- Premises from which any rock, gravel, sand, topsoil, or earth in excess of 1000 cubic yards
in any one calendar year is excavated or removed for the purpose of disposition away from the
premises except excavation in connection with the construction of a building on the mining site or
construction within public highway right-of-way together with necessary buildings, apparatus or
appertances incidental thereto.

MOBILE HOME -- A structure, transportable in one or more sections which is built on a permanent
chassis and designed to be used as a dwelling, with or without a permanent foundation, and which is
connected to the required utilities and includes the necessary plumbing, heating/air-conditioning, and
electrical systems contained therein. For the purposes of this ordinance, "Mobile Home" does include
single and double-wide mobile homes but does not include a recreational vehicle or travel trailer.

MOBILE HOME PARK -- As defined by state statute, P.A. 419. 1976, as amended.
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MODULAR HOME -- A structure, transportable in one or more sections which is built with materials as
those of a-conventionally built home, and which is connected to the required utilities and includes the
necessary plumbing, heating/air-conditioning, and electrical systems contained therein.

MOTEL -- An establishment in which individual cabins, courts, or similar structures or units normally
are let or rented to transients for periods of less than one month. The term "motel" shall include tourist
cabins and motor cabins or courts. A motor court or motel shall not be considered or construed to be a
multiple dwelling.

OPEN SPACE -- Open fields and open areas in natural undeveloped states.

PARKING SPACE -- A minimum of 200 contiguous square feet exclusive of drives, entrances, and
exits shall comprise one automobile parking space.

PERSONAL COMMUNICATIONS DEVICE -- Facilities or structures for citizens band radio, short wave
radio, ham and amateur radio, television reception antenna, and satellite dishes.

PETS, HOUSEHOLD -- Pets that may be purchased at a typical pet store.

PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) -- A residential, commercial, or industrial development,
planned and developed as a unit, under unified control, developed according to the comprehensive and
detailed plans, including an organization and a program providing for the continual financing and
administration for the maintenance and operation of such improvements, facilities, and services which
will be for the common use of the occupants of the Planned Unit Development.

POLE BARN -- A structure supported by posts or pole, but for the purpose of this zoning ordinance,
this category of structure includes post or pole construction, post and beam construction, platform
framing and/or balloon framing. This structure does not include the typical garage, attached or
unattached, but rather is a structure in addition to the dwelling unit and garage. Uses of this type of
structure includes, but is not limited to, the parking or storage of vehicles, farm machinery, boats,
trailers or recreational vehicles, household goods, or used as a home shop or hobby center.

POLLUTION -- Unnatural additions to land, air, or water rendering undesirable the uses for which they
are intended.

PRIME AGRICULTURAL LAND -- Desirable land that could be used for agriculture and usually
containing Kibble, Sims, Parkhill, Hettinger, and Bowers type soils.

PRINCIPLE USE -- The main use to which the premises are devoted.
PRIVATE DRIVEWAY -- The route, way, ingress, egress, etc., which is used to provide vehicular

access from a public or private street, road, highway, boulevard, or avenue to a structure. A private,
driveway is not generally open to the public.
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PUBLIC PARK -- Parks for public use which may have such improvements as ball fields, swings,
picnic facilities, tennis courts, and camping sites.

PUBLIC UTILITIES -- Any person, firm or corporation, municipal department, board or commission
duly authorized to furnish and furnishing under federal, state, or municipal regulations to the public,
gas, steam, electricity, sewage, disposal, communication, telegraph, television, transportation or water.

RESIDENTIAL AREA -- Area in which the primary use is for dwellings.

RIGHT-OF-WAY LINE -- Shall be the established deeded or platted right-of-way side line or in the
event there is no established right-of-way line for a road, the said right-of-way side line shall be
deemed to be 33 feet from the center of the road.

ROAD OR STREET -- A public or private thoroughfare which affords the principle means of vehicle
access to abutting property and which has a right-of-way of not less than 66 feet in width for any road
created hereafter.

Hard Surface Road: A road consisting of concrete or bituminous asphalt. Primary Road:
County hard surfaced roads.

Private Road: Roads built and maintained by private organizations or individuals.
Secondary Road: Hard surface, dirt and gravel.

ROOMING OR BOARDING HOUSE -- Any room, or group of rooms, forming a single habitable unit,
used for living and sleeping.

SECONDARY AGRICULTURAL USES -- Such as fruit orchards, tree farms, pastures, and truck
farms.

SERVICE STATIONS -- A building or structure designed or used for the retail; sale or supply of fuel,
lubricants, air, water, tires, and other operating commodities for motor vehicles and including the
customary space and facilities for the installation of such commodities for motor vehicles, on or in such
vehicles, including repairs.

SKIRTING -- A colored aluminum, vinyl, fiberglass, decorative wood or metal material designed
specifically for siding, soffit, or skirting, extending from the ground to dwelling floor, encompassing the
entire perimeter of the dwelling.

STORY -- That portion of a building included between the surface of any floor and the ceiling next
above it.

STORY, ONE-HALF -- A story under the gable, hip, or gambrel roof, the wall top plates of which on at
least two opposite exterior walls are not more than 4 feet above the floor of such story.

STRUCTURE -- The combination of material to form any type of edifice or building.
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TEMPORARY DWELLING -- A one family dwelling meeting all applicable building, mechanical,
plumbing and electrical codes, and which is lived in on a temporary basis, one year or less. A
temporary dwelling shall comply with all required setbacks for the district in which it is located.

TOURIST HOME (INCLUDING BED AND BREAKFAST) -- A dwelling in which overnight
accommodations for compensation are provided or offered for transient guests.

VARIANCE -- A modification of the specific regulations of this ordinance granted by resolution of the
Board of Appeals in accordance with the terms of this ordinance and State Act 184 of 1943 - Township
Rural Zoning Act, State of Michigan.

WELL HOUSE -- An enclosure for covering a well which is no greater than 48 square feet and 6 feet in
height.

WIND ENERGY CONVERSION SYSTEM -- A system that converts the energy from moving air (the
wind), to electrical energy.

WIRELESS COMMUNICATION FACILITY -- All structural facilities, attached or accessory, related to
the radio frequency spectrum for the purpose of transmitting or receiving radio signals, including radio
and television towers, cellular phone and paging devices, telephone devices and exchanges,
microwave relay towers, telephone transmission equipment buildings, and commercial radio-service
facilities.

WIRELESS COMMUNICATION SUPPORT STRUCTURE -- Any structure used to support attached
wireless communication facilities or other antenna or facilities, including support lines, cables, wires,
braces, and masts intended primarily for the purpose of mounting an attached wireless communication
facility or similar apparatus above grade, including any ground or roof mounted pole, monopole, or
other similar structures which support wireless communication facilities.

YARD, FRONT -- An open, unoccupied space on the same lot with the main building, extending the full
width between the side lot lines and situated between the public or private road right of way and the
front building line. (see figure 1)

YARD, REAR -- An open, unoccupied space on the same lot with the main building, extending the full
width between the side lot lines and situated between the rear line of the lot and the rear building line
and shall be measured between the rear line of the lot or the center line of the alley, if there is an alley,
and the rear building line. (see figure 1)

YARD, SIDE -- An open, unoccupied space on the same lot with the main building, situated between
the side building line and the adjacent sideline of the lot, extending from the front lot line to the rear lot
lines. If no front yard, the front boundary of the side yard shall be the front of the lot and if no rear yard
is required, the rear boundary of the side yard shall be the rear lot line. (see figure 1)

ZONING ORDINANCE -- The current Edenville Township Zoning Ordinance, as adopted by the
Edenville Township Board, Midland County, Michigan.

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ARTICLE 3. ESTABLISHMENT OF DISTRICTS AND ZONING MAP

Section 3.01 i Districts

For the purpose of this ordinance all of the unincorporated areas in the Township of Edenville are
hereby divided into the following types of districts, to be known as, and having the following symbols:

DISTRICT A RESIDENTIAL

DISTRICT B RESIDENTIAL

DISTRICT C RESIDENTIAL

DISTRICT D AGRICULTURAL

DISTRICT E COMMERCIAL AND LIGHT INDUSTRIAL

DISTRICT F HEAVY INDUSTRIAL

DISTRICT G1 ~ RECREATIONAL

DISTRICT G2  PASSIVE RECREATIONAL

Section 3.02 i Zoning Map

Said districts, per written descriptions, as shown on a map entitled "Edenville Township, Midland
County, Michigan District Zoning Map" is hereby made a part of this ordinance.

Section 3.03 A Location of District Boundaries

The first priority in determining district boundaries shall be as identified by the written descriptions of
district boundaries. Where the boundaries of districts are so indicated that they appear parallel to the
right-of-way lines of the roads, such boundaries shall be construed as parallel thereto and at such
distance there from as indicated on the Zoning Map. If no distance is indicated, such dimensions shall
be determined by use of the scale on said zoning map.
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ARTICLE 4. DISTRICT A RESIDENTIAL

Section 4.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the uses allowed in those areas
zoned District A, Residential, and to define minimum lot size, setback requirements, criteria for
structures, and other requirements pertinent to this zoning district.

Section 4.02 1 Uses Permitted

Within District A Residential, no building or structure, or any part thereof, shall be erected, altered, or
used, or land or premises used, in whole or in part, for other than one or more of the following specified
uses:
1. One, single-family dwelling.
2. Accessory use, buildings and structures customarily incidental to any of the above permitted uses
per the following:
A. For every parcel of property one acre or less in size, the following structures are allowed:
1) One single family dwelling.
2) One garage, attached or unattached.
3) One accessory building.
B. For every parcel of property greater than one acre in size, but less than five acres, the
following structures are allowed:
1) One single family dwelling.
2) One garage, attached or unattached.
3) One accessory structure.
4) One pole barn or similar structure.

C. For every parcel of property five acres or more in size, the following structures are allowed:

1) One single family dwelling.

2) One garage, attached or unattached.

3) Two accessory structures.

4) Two pole barns or similar structures.
3. Uses permitted by Special Use Permit:

A. Public and private schools and other educational institutions.

B. Community and Edenville Township buildings.

C. Churches, missions and other buildings where meetings of a religious nature are to be held.

D. Home occupation.

E. Temporary dwellings are allowed for the sole purpose of allowing the property owner to live
on site while building the permanent residence or rebuilding a permanent residence
rendered uninhabitable due to damage by fire, collapse, explosion, weather or vandalism.
They are allowed for up to one year. A building permit is required to move a temporary
dwelling on-site. For temporary dwellings, a maximum of one, six-month permit extension
may be granted, based upon 75% completion of the primary residence.

F. Pond.

G. Planned Unit Development (PUD).

Section 4.03 i1 Size of Building Lot

Every parcel of land upon which a dwelling or accessory building is hereafter erected or altered, shall
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not be less than 15,000 square feet in area nor less than 100 feet in width at the building site. Every
parcel of land shall have 'a minimum 30 feet of frontage upon a road or street as defined herein. The
15,000 square foot minimum lot area and 100 foot lot width at the building site shall exclude any public,
private road or street right of ways. No segment of any property line shall be less than 30 feet in length.

Section 4.04 i Yard Requirements

Every lot on which a building or structure is erected shall have a front yard not less than 50 feet in
depth from the right-of-way, and side yard of not less than 10 feet in width and a rear yard of no less
than 25 feet. Side yards of lots of record, created before October 1968, may be reduced to 8 feet,
provided the lots are less than 65 feet in width.

When a parcel fronts on a body of water, the dwelling shall be not less than 50 feet from the normal
water line at the point where the water line is nearest to the dwelling.

Section 4.05 i Floor Area of Dwelling

No dwelling shall be erected or altered which provides less than 1,400 square feet of floor area, with a
minimum dwelling width, throughout its length, of 24 feet.

Section 4.06 i1 Corner Lots

Structures on corner lots shall comply with front yard setback requirements on both right-of-ways.

Section 4.07 i Height

No building or structures shall be erected or altered to a height exceeding 2-1/2 stories, or 35 feet. Said
35 feet shall be measured from natural ground level. No new structure shall cast its shadow on an
existing solar energy device on an adjoining parcel between the hours of 9:00 A.M. and 4:00 P.M.

Section 4.08 i Water Front Lots

All buildings or structures, with the exception of gazebos, pergolas, or similar open type structures,

within 50 feet of the water's edge, shall have a height that does not exceed either item 1 or 2 below (the

intent of this is to maintain others' view of the water).

1. Four feet in height above natural grade, on water front yards with a gentle slope (2 feet drop in 10
feet run, or less, approximately).

2. Four feet in height above natural grade, when measured from the highest point within 20 feet
horizontally from the proposed structure on water front yards with steep slopes (greater than a 2
feet drop in 10 feet run, approximately)..

Section 4.09 i Skirting

All structures without a continuous perimeter foundation, shall be skirted with a suitable building
material before electrical service is approved for connection..

Section 4.10 i Pole Barns or Similar Structures

Pole barns and similar structures shall be set back a minimum of 100 feet from the front lot line, along
the front yard.
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ARTICLE 5. DISTRICT B RESIDENTIAL

Section 5.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the uses allowed in those areas
zoned District B, Residential, and to define minimum lot size, setback requirements, criteria for
structures, and other requirements pertinent to this zoning district.

Section 5.02 - Uses Permitted

Within District B Residential, no building or structure, or any part thereof, shall be erected, altered, or
used, or land or premises used, in whole or in part, for other than one or more of the following specified
uses:
1. One single-family dwelling.
2. One two-family dwelling.
3. Accessory use, buildings and structures customarily incidental to any of the above permitted uses
per the following:
A. For every parcel of property one acre or less in size, the following structures are allowed:
1) One single or two family dwelling.
2) One garage per dwelling attached or unattached.
3) One accessory building 400 square feet or less.
B. For every parcel of property greater than one acre in size, but less than five acres, the
following
1) One single family dwelling.
2) One garage per dwelling attached or unattached.
3) One accessory structure 400 square feet or less.
4) One pole barn or similar structure.
C. For every parcel of property five acres or more in size, the following structures are allowed:
1) One single family dwelling.
2) One garage, attached or unattached.
3) Two accessory structures.
4) Two pole barns or similar structures.
4. Uses permitted by Special Use Permit:
A. Public and private schools and other educational institutions.
B. Community, organizational and Edenville township buildings.
C. Public utility substations, gas regulation stations, buildings, wireless communication facilities
and support structures.
Churches, missions and other buildings where meetings of a religious nature are to be held.
Multiple family dwelling.
Temporary dwellings are allowed for the sole purpose of allowing the property owner to live
on site while building the permanent residence or rebuilding a permanent residence rendered
uninhabitable due to damage by fire, collapse, explosion, weather or vandalism. They are
allowed for up to one year. A permit from the Township Enforcement Officer is required. For
temporary dwellings, a maximum of one, six-month permit extension may be granted, based
upon 50% completion of the primary residence.
G. Home Occupation.

No dwelling shall be erected or altered which provides less than 1,200 square, feet of floor area, with a
minimum dwelling width, throughout its length, of 24 feet.

Section 5.06 i1 Corner Lots

Structures on corner lots shall comply with front yard setback requirements on both right of ways.

Section 5.07 ii Height

No building or structures shall be erected or altered to a height exceeding 2 1/2 stories, or 35 feet. Said
35 feet shall be measured from natural ground level. No new structure shall cast its shadow on an
existing solar energy device on an adjoining parcel between the hours of 9:00 A.M. and 4:00 P.M.

Section 5.08 i Skirting

All structures without a continuous perimeter foundation, shall be skirted with a suitable building
material before electrical service is approved for connection.

Section 5.09 i Water Front Lots

All buildings or structures, with the exception of gazebos, pergolas, or similar open type structures,

within 50 feet of the water's edge, shall have a height that does not exceed either item 1 or 2 below (the

intent of this is to maintain others' view of the water).

1. Four feet in height above natural grade, on water front yards with a gentle slope2 foot drop in 10
foot run, or less, approximately.
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2. Four feet in height above natural grade, when measured from the highest point within 20 feet
horizontally from the proposed structure on water front yards with steep slopes (greater than a 2
foot drop in 10 foot run, approximately).

Section 5.10 i Pole Barns or Similar Structures

Pole barns and similar structures shall be at back of minimum of 100 feet from the front lot line, along
the front yard.
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ARTICLE 6. DISTRICT C RESIDENTIAL

Section 6.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the uses allowed in those areas
zoned District C, Residential, and to define minimum lot size, setback requirements, criteria for
structures, and other requirements pertinent to this zoning district.

Section 6.02 1 Uses Permitted

Within District C Residential, no building or structure, or any part thereof, shall be erected, altered, or
used, or land or premises used, in whole or in part, for other than one or more of the following specified
uses:
1. One single-family dwelling.
2. One two-family dwelling.
3. One multiple-family dwelling.
4. Accessory Use. Accessory use, building and structures customarily incidental to any of the above
permitted uses, including not more than one accessory building of not more than one story.
A. For every parcel of property one acre or less in size, the following structures are allowed:
1) One single-family, or one two-family.
2) One garage per single or two-family dwelling, attached or unattached.
3) One accessory building 400 square feet or less.
B. For every parcel of property greater than one acre in size, but less than five acres, the
following structures are allowed:
1) One single-family, or one two-family, or one multi-family dwelling.
2) One garage per single-family or two-family dwelling, attached or unattached or one
garage structure for a multiple-family dwelling.
3) One accessory structure 400 square feet or less.
4) One pole barn or similar structure.
C. Forevery parcel of property five acres or more in size, the following structures are allowed:
1) One single-family, or one two-family, or one mutli-family dwelling.
2) One garage per single-family or two-family dwelling, attached or unattached or one
garage structure for a multiple-family dwelling.
3) Two accessory structures.
4) Two pole barns or similar structures.
5. Parking of one commercial vehicle per dwelling.
6. Large farm animals per the following:
A. Two large farm animals on property of a minimum five acres
B. Two and on half acres required for each additional large farm animal.
C. Large farm animals must be housed a minimum of 100 feet from the property line. All farm
animals must be fenced in.
7. Uses permitted by Special Use Permit:
A. Cemetery.
B. Public and private schools and other educational institutions.
C. Community and organizational buildings.
D. Public utility substations, gas regulation stations, buildings, wireless communication facilities
and support structures.
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Fraternal lodges, private clubs and similar civic or social organizations.

Churches, missions and other buildings where meetings of a religious nature are to be held.

Parking of more than one commercial vehicle per dwelling.

Mobile home park.

Home occupation.

Ponds.

Mining (lots greater than or equal to 10 acres).

Temporary dwellings are allowed for the sole purpose of allowing the property owner to live

on site while building the permanent residence or rebuilding a permanent residence rendered

uninhabitable due to damage by fire, collapse, explosion, weather or vandalism. They are

allowed for up to one year. A permit from the Township Enforcement Officer is required.

M. For temporary dwellings, a maximum of one, six-month permit extension may be granted,
based upon 50% completion of the primary residence.

Section 6.09 i Water Front Lots

within 50 feet of the water's edge, shall have a height that does not exceed either item 1 or 2 below (the

intent of this is to maintain others' view of the water).

1. Four feet in height above natural grade, on water front yards with a gentle slope (2 foot drop in 10
foot run, or less, approximately).

4. Farm animals and poultry shall be housed a minimum of 100 feet from the property line. All farm

animals must be fenced in.

Farm buildings and structures, including roadside stands.

Farms including both general and specialized farming and similar agricultural enterprises, including

nurseries and greenhouses.

7. Accessory use, building and structures customarily incidental to any of the above permitted uses..

8. Outdoor displays and advertising media shall not exceed 20 feet in height from the natural grade.
Signs shall not exceed 96 square feet. Set back from the road right of way shall be a minimum of
25 feet.

9. Uses permitted by Special Use Permit:

A. Mining.

B. Carnival, circus, races, sporting events, tent meetings, and other transient enterprises. A
Special Use Permit may be issued for a period not to exceed 1 week after it has been
determined that the use is in compliance with requirements set forth in this Special Use
Permit.

Section 8.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the uses allowed in those areas
zoned District E, Commercial And Light Industrial, and to define minimum lot size, setback
requirements, criteria for structures, and other requirements pertinent to this zoning district.

Section 8.02 ii Uses Permitted

The Commercial and Light Industrial district is designed to primarily accommodate operations

conducted wholly within a building and whose external, physical effects are restricted to the area of the

district and in no manner impact, in a detrimental way, any of the surrounding districts. Within District E

Commercial and Light Industrial, no building or structure, or any part thereof, shall be erected, altered,

or used, or land or premises used, in whole or in part, for other than one or more of the following

specified uses:

1. Retail or wholesale establishments, with a residence contained within it, providing the whole

structure has a minimum square footage of 1500 square feet.

Retail and wholesale establishments.

Motels and tourist homes.

Business, professional, commercial and philanthropic facilities.

Personal service establishments.

Outdoor displays and advertising media which are elevated to a maximum height of 20 feet. Signs

shall not exceed 32 square feet.

7. Public utility substations, gas regulation stations, buildings and wind energy conversion systems
and wireless communication facilities and support structures.

8. Warehousing and wholesale establishments, storage (other than accessory to a permitted retail
use) and mini warehouses.

9. The compounding, processing, packaging, or treatment of such products as: bakery goods, candy,
cosmetics, pharmaceuticals, toiletries, food products, hardware and cutlery, tool, die, gauge and
machine shops.

10. The manufacture, compounding, assembling, or improvement of articles or merchandise from the
following previously prepared materials: canvas, cellophane, cloth, cork, feathers, felt, fiber, fur,
glass, hair, leather, paper, plastics, precious or semiprecious metals or stones, soil, shell, textiles,
tobacco, wax, wire, wood, yarns and such other similar materials.

11. The manufacture of pottery and figurines or other similar ceramic products using only previously
pulverized clay, and kilns fired only by electricity or natural gas.

12. The manufacture of musical instruments, toys, novelties, and metal, plastic or rubber stamps, or
other small molded products.

13. Manufacture or assembly of electrical appliances, electronic instruments and devices,
telecommunications equipment and products (excluding large stampings).

14. Manufacture and repair of electric or neon signs, light sheet metal products, including heating and
ventilating equipment, cornices, eaves and the like.

15. Building and landscaping contractor offices with garages for maintenance and storage of
equipment.

16. Nurseries and greenhouses.

17. Self-storage facilities.

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18. Accessory uses and accessory outside storage customarily incidental to any of the above uses.
19. Planned Unit Development (PUD).
20. Uses Permitted by Special Use Permit-

C. Building heights of greater than 35 feet.

Section 8.03 i Uses Prohibited

3. Storage of loose minerals, including soil, stone, sand, gravel, coal, cinders and similar materials.
Loose material such as those described above may be allowed as part of an approved landscaping
contractors' yard provided that the materials enclosed in a building or other enclosure to prevent
blowing across the site onto adjoining property.

Section 8.04 1 Expanded new Commercial Developments

All expanded or new commercial developments shall be reviewed and approved by the Planning
commission and will not tend to further:

1. Impair the adequate supply of light and air to adjacent property.

2. Increase the hazard from fire, flood, and other dangers.

3. Diminish the market value of adjacent land and buildings.

4. Otherwise impair the public health, safety, comfort, and general welfare.

Section 8.05 A Other Requirements

1. Dust collectors, trash receptacles, and similar equipment shall be screened from view from any
abutting residential zoning district.

2. No outdoor storage shall be permitted unless it is part of an approved site plan.

3. Outdoor displays and advertising media shall not exceed 20 feet in height from the natural grade.
Signs shall not exceed 96 square feet. Set back from the road right of way shall be a minimum of
25 feet.

Section 8.06 i1 Yard Requirements

Every lot containing a structure hereafter erected or altered shall have a side yard on each side thereof,
not less than 20 feet in width, however, such building may be erected to the side lines if all walls facing
said lines are township building code approved, of fireproof construction and wholly without windows or
other openings. a rear yard of not less than 35 feet, or 50 feet for waterfront, shall be provided on
every lot containing a building. All lots containing a commercial building fronting on a road shall have a
front yard along said road of at least 50 feet from the right-of-way of said road.
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ARTICLE 9. DISTRICT F HEAVY INDUSTRIAL

Section 9.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the uses allowed in those areas
zoned District F, Heavy Industrial, and to define minimum lot size, setback requirements, criteria for
structures, and other requirements pertinent to this zoning district.

Section 9.02 7 Uses Permitted

The Heavy Industrial District is established primarily for manufacturing, assembling and fabrication
activities including large scale or specialized industrial operations whose external physical effects will
be felt to some degree by surrounding districts. Also allowed are those uses listed in this ordinance for
District E, Commercial and Light Industrial.

Within District F, Heavy Industrial, no building, structure or land or any part thereof, shall be erected,
altered, or used, or land or premises used, in whole or in part, for other than one or more of the
following specified uses:

1. Dust collectors, trash receptacles and similar equipment shall be screened from view from any
abutting residential zoning district.

2. Warehousing and wholesale establishments, storage (other than accessory to a permitted retail
use) and mini warehouses.

3. The compounding, processing, packaging, or treatment of such products as: bakery goods, candy,
cosmetics, pharmaceuticals, toiletries, food products, hardware and cutlery, tool, die, gauge and
machine shops.

4. The manufacture, compounding, assembling, or improvement of articles or merchandise from the
following previously prepared materials: canvas, cellophane, cloth, cork, feathers, felt, fiber, fur,
glass, hair, leather, paper, plastics, precious or semiprecious metals or stones, soil, shell, textiles,
tobacco, wax, wire, wood and yarns or such other similar materials as approved by the planning
commission through a Special Use Permit.

5. The manufacture of pottery and figurines or other similar ceramic products using only previously
pulverized clay, and kilns fired only by electricity or natural gas.

6. The manufacture of musical instruments, toys, novelties, and metal, plastic or rubber stamps, or
other small molded products.

7. Manufacture or assembly of electrical appliances, electronic instruments and devices,
telecommunications equipment and products (excluding large stampings).

8. Manufacture and repair of electric or neon signs, light sheet metal products, including heating and
ventilating equipment, cornices, eaves and the like.

9. Public utility substations, gas regulation stations and buildings, wireless communication facilities
and support structures, and wind energy conversion systems.

10. Accessory uses and accessory outside storage customarily incidental to any of the above uses.

11. Temporary buildings. All such temporary buildings shall be immediately removed upon completion
of the work or fulfillment of the purpose for which they were erected and/or used.

12. Accessory uses and accessory buildings.

13. Nurseries and greenhouses.

14. Uses Permitted by Special Use Permit

A. Mining.
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Retail and wholesale establishments.

Paving and underground construction contractors.

Race tracks.

Incinerators and transfer stations.

Shooting ranges.

Slaughterhouses.

Any special land uses allowed in the commercial and light industrial.
Auditoriums, stadiums and outdoor theaters.

Junk Yards and Used Auto Parts dealers.

Section 9.03 A Uses Prohibited

Uses expressly prohibited under this article include the following:
1. Storage of combustible or odiferous materials.

Section 9.04 i Other Requirements

1. Outdoor displays and advertising media shall not exceed 20 feet in height from the natural grade.
Signs shall not exceed 96 square feet. Set back from the road right of way shall be a minimum of
25 feet.

3. Environmental (landscaping, lighting, screening and signs) and off-street parking improvements
shall be provided in accordance with requirements defined within this Zoning Ordinance.

5. ltis the further intent of this district to permit only those industrial heavy manufacturing uses having
use, performance or activity characteristics which emit a minimum amount of discernible noise,
vibration, smoke, dust, dirt, glare, toxic materials, offensive odors, gases, electromagnetic radiation
or have any other physically adverse effects to the extent that they are abnormally discernible
beyond the lot lines of the parcel or site upon which the industrial manufacturing activity is located.

Section 9.05 1 Yard Requirements

Every lot containing a structure hereafter erected or altered shall have a side yard on each side thereof,
not less than 20 feet in width, however, such building may be erected to the side lines if all walls facing
said lines are township building code approved, of fireproof construction and wholly without windows or
other openings. A rear yard of not less than 35 feet shall be provided on every lot containing a building.
All lots containing a commercial building fronting on a road shall have a front yard along said road of at
least 50 feet from the right-of-way.

Section 9.06 i Size of Industrial Lots

Every Industrial lot shall be not less than 5 acres in area, excluding the road right of way.
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ARTICLE 10. DISTRICT G1 RECREATIONAL

Section 10.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the uses allowed in those areas
zoned District G1, Recreational, and to define the information required for submittal and review by the
Township Planning Commission.

Section 10.02 1 Uses Permitted

Within District G1 Recreational, no building or structure, or any part thereof, shall be erected, altered,

or used, or land or premises used, in whole or in part, for other than one or more of the following

specified uses:

1. Beaches, bathhouses, picnic grounds, recreational camps, and parks operated for gain or not for
gain.

2. Golf courses, ball parks, or similar facilities for outdoor exercise and recreation which may or may
not be operated for profit.

3. Outdoor displays and advertising media shall not exceed 20 feet in height from the natural grade.
Signs shall not exceed 32 square feet. Set back from the road right of way shall be a minimum of
25 feet. These displays and advertising media shall pertain to the use of the land and shall not be
used for commercial purposes.

4. Community and Edenville Township buildings.

5. Uses permitted by Special Use Permit.

A. Wireless communication facilities and support structures.

B. Utility substations.

C. Carnival, circus, races, sporting events, tent meetings, and other transient enterprises. A
Special Use Permit may be issued for a period not to exceed 72 hours after it has been
determined that the use is in compliance with the provisions of this ordinance listed herein.

D. Uses consistent with recreational zoning.

Section 10.031 Recreational Site Plan

A recreational site plan shall be submitted to the Township Planning Commission for approval, and
shall contain the owner's name in full; a statement that the applicant is the owner of the property
involved or is acting on the owners behalf; the applicant's address; the address or description of the
property involved; an accurate diagram of the property showing the existing and proposed location of
all buildings; the types of buildings and their uses; a statement and supporting evidence regarding the
following required standards:

All uses shall, at a minimum, comply with the supplementary provisions of this ordinance, for buildings,

structures, uses, lots, yards, and premises contained in this ordinance.

1. The nature, location and size of the developed areas shall not change the essential character of
the natural state of the surrounding area. The use shall not be in conflict with, or discourage the
permitted uses of the adjacent lands or buildings.

2. The use shall not increase traffic hazards or cause congestion on the public thoroughfares of the
area. Approval must be obtained from M-Dot or the Midland County Road Commission. Adequate
access shall be furnished. The water supply and sewage disposal system shall be adequate for the
proposed use.
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3. Uses shall not be significantly more objectionable to nearby properties by reason of traffic, noise,
vibrations, dust, fumes, odor, smoke, glare, flashing lights, or disposal of waste than the operation
of any principal permitted uses, nor shall the use increase hazards from fire or other dangers to
either the property or adjacent property.

4. The use shall comply with soil erosion and sedimentation control requirements and groundwater
protection management provisions of local, state, and federal laws.

5. The Planning Commission may impose conditions with site plan approval which it deems
necessary to insure compliance with the standards contained in this ordinance.

6. No building or structure shall be within 100 feet of road right of way and adjacent properties.

The Edenville Township Planning Commission shall be authorized to waive any of these standards.
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ARTICLE 11. DISTRICT G2 PASSIVE RECREATIONAL

Section 11.01 i Uses Permitted

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the uses allowed in those areas
zoned District G2, Passive Recreational, and to define the information required for submittal and review
by the Township Planning Commission.

Section 11.02 1 Uses Permitted

Within District G2 Passive Recreational, no building or structure, or any part thereof, shall be erected,
altered, or used, or land or premises used, in whole or in part, for other than one or more of the
following specified uses:

1. Picnic grounds.

2. Hiking trails with or without interpretive displays.

3. Non-motorized bicycle trails.

4. Unimproved land in its natural state.

5. Restrooms.

6. Fishing.

7. Canoeing and non-motorized boating.

8. Open areas.

9. Pavilions when located within 300 feet of the parking areas.
10. Outdoor displays shall be pertinent to the use of the property.

Section 11.03 i1 Uses Not Permitted

1. Launching of motorized watercraft from the site.
2. Boat launch ramps.
3. Service buildings other than restrooms.

Section 11.04 ii Passive Recreational Site Plan

A recreational site plan shall be submitted to the Township Planning Commission for approval, and
shall contain the owner's name in full; a statement that the applicant is the owner of the property
involved or is acting on the owners behalf; the applicant's address; the address or description of the
property involved; an accurate diagram of the property showing the existing and proposed location of
all structures; a statement and supporting evidence regarding the following required standards:

1. All uses shall, at a. minimum, comply with the supplementary provisions of this ordinance, for
buildings, structures, uses, lots, yards, and premises contained in this ordinance.

2. The nature, location and size of the developed areas shall not change the essential character of
the natural state orthe surrounding area. The use shall not be in conflict with, or discourage the
permitted uses of the adjacent lands or buildings.

3. The use shall not increase traffic hazards or cause congestion on the public thoroughfares ofthe
area. This must be supported by a road impact study. Adequate access shall be furnished.

4. The water supply and sewage disposal system shall be adequate for the proposed use.

5. Uses shall not be significantly more objectionable by reason of traffic, noise, vibrations, dust,
fumes, odor, smoke, glare, flashing lights, or disposal of waste than the operation of any principal
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permitted uses, nor shall the use increase hazards from fire or other dangers to either the property
or adjacent property.

6. The use shall comply with soil erosion and sedimentation control requirements and groundwater
protection management provisions of local, state, and federal laws.

7. The Planning Commission may impose conditions with site plan approval which it deems
necessary to insure compliance with the standards contained in this ordinance.

8. No building or structure shall be within 100 feet of road right of way and adjacent properties.

The Edenville Township Planning Commission shall be authorized to waive any of these standards.
Unimproved land in its natural state shall be exempt from the requirements of submitting a recreational
site plan.
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ARTICLE 12. RESIDENTIAL OPEN SPACE

Section 12.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this Article to offer an alternative to traditional subdivisions through the use of cluster

zoning as authorized by the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act, PA110 of 2006, as amended) for the

purpose of:

1. Encouraging the use of land in accordance with its character and adaptability

2. Assuring the permanent preservation of open space and other natural resources

3. Providing recreational facilities within a reasonable distance of all residents of the Residential Open
Space development

4. Encourage the provision of open space of a reasonable size

5. Allowing innovation and greater flexibility in the design of residential developments

6. Facilitating the construction and maintenance of streets, utilities, and public services in a more
economical and efficient manner

7. Ensuring compatibility of design and use between neighboring properties and a consistent density
with that permitted in the current zoning district, and

8. Encouraging a less sprawling form of development, thus preserving open spaces as undeveloped
land

These regulations are intended to preserve the character of Edenville Township through the creation of
small residential nodes with complementary open space. It is the intent of these regulations to produce
a development substantially consistent with Zoning Ordinance standards, yet to allow for modifications
from the general standards to meet the intent of this Ordinance.

Section 12.02 ii Review and Approval Process

If the Residential Open Space option is selected, the residential zoned property shall be developed
under the conditions and requirements in this sub-section, applicable requirements for the district, in
which the development is located, and other applicable zoning regulations and ordinances. Proposals
for Residential Open Space developments shall be reviewed following the same procedures used for
Planned Unit Development (PUD's), except that the applicant shall complete a site features inventory
prior to development. The inventory shall consist of maps and written analysis which shall identify,
describe and quantify the following features, at minimum: existing vegetation, topography at two-foot
contour intervals, water coursed, drainage patterns, roads and road rights-of-way, easements, soils
(based on U.S. Soil Conservation Survey or soil borings), MDEQ-regulated wetlands, floodplains,
woodlands and tree lines, and any additional features uniquely affecting the site.

Section 12.03 ii Density

1. Permitted Density

A. The overall density of residential uses in a Residential Open Space development shall not
exceed the, density that would be permitted if the site was developed as a conventional
single family subdivision.

B. The permitted density shall be based on the net buildable area of the site which consist of
the portions of the site that are not encumbered, by the regulated wetlands (except that one-
quarter of the total wetlands may be counted as buildable), steep slopes, existing and
proposed road rights-of-way, easements, existing structures or lots, or other existing or
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proposed features that would prevent construction of a building or use of the site for
residential purposes.

C. Modifications permitted under the Residential Open Space option that result in reduction in
land area dedicated to individual dwelling units shall be compensated for by an equivalent
amount of open space, which shall be maintained and preserved in accordance with the
standards specified in this subsection.

Section 12.04 i1 Dimensional Standards

1. Variations from the setback and lot size requirements for the underlying zoning district maybe
permitted where the Eqenville Township finds that a smaller lot size is required to achieve the
density permitted under Section 12.03.

2. Distance between Buildings

A. Any detached single family structure (or accessory structure thereto) shall be located at least
ten (10') feet from any other detached single family structure or accessory structure.

3. Height Standards

A. Buildings in a residential Open Space development shall comply with the height standards
for the district in which the development is located.

Section 12.05 1 Open Space Requirements

Residential Open Space developments shall provide and maintain open space in an undeveloped

state, which shall comply with the following requirements:

1. Residential Open Space developments shall reserve at least twenty percent (20%) of the parcel in
an undeveloped state.

2. Open space shall be located on the parcel to meet the following objectives:

A. To preserve distinctive natural features, scenic or weeded conditions, and other open space.

B. To preserve farmlands.

C. To minimize impact from development on wetlands, streams, and other sensitive
environmental areas.

D. To provide additional buffering from traffic and enhance views from the roadway.

E. Maintain or creates and upland buffer or natural native species vegetation on at least one
hundred (100') feet in depth from the residential property line adjacent to wetlands and
surface waters.

F. Minimize impact on large woodlands (greater than 5 acres) especially those located on
upland soils considered prime for timber production.

G. Leave scenic views and vistas unblocked and uninterrupted, particularly as seen from
adjacent roads and surface water.

H. Avoid sitting new construction on prominent hilltops or ridges, by taking advantage of lower
topographic features or by sitting in forested areas.

[ Design around and preserves sites of historic, archaeological, or cultural value, insofar as
needed to safeguard the character of the feature.

J. Protect rural roadside character and improves public safety and vehicular carrying capacity
by avoiding development fronting directly onto existing public roads. Establish buffer zones
along the scenic corridor of rural roads. Establish buffer zones along the scenic corridor of
rural roads with historic buildings, stone walls, hedgerows etc.
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In addition, the open space may be left natural undeveloped, or developed with children's play facilities,
picnic facilities, trails and similar passive recreational facilities to satisfy the needs of future residents of
the development, provided that all such facilities shall be compatible in design with other open space
requirements and objectives.

3. Required open space shall not include the area of any public or private road, the area of any
easement providing access to the site, or the area of any commercial recreation use (such as a
golf course). Required open space also shall not include the area of any storm water retention or
detention pond, with the exception that up to 50% of the surface area of storm water management
ponds may qualify as open space if the following conditions are met:

A

All storm water management ponds shall be integrated into the overall development and
shall serve as a visual and physical amenity to the site. A visual and physical amenity is
easily accessible to pedestrians and/or non-motorized vehicles and is visually attractive.
All storm water management ponds shall have a minimum permanent water depth of 4 feet
and a maximum permanent water depth of 9 feet.

The maximum slope of storm water management ponds in a Planned Unit Development
(PUD,) shall be 1:6.

Fences around storm water management ponds are not permitted.

All storm water management ponds shall have a natural appearance, and shall be round,
oval, or kidney in shape with irregular edges.

Recreation facilities such as walking paths shall be provided near and/or around storm
water management ponds to allow users of the site to use and enjoy the ponds as an
amenity.

4. Open Space areas shall be protected from soil compaction during construction.

5. The required open space shall be set aside by the developer through an irrevocable conveyance,
such as a deep restriction, conservation easement, plat dedication, restrictive covenant, or other
means that runs with the land assuring that the open space will remain undeveloped. Such
conveyance shall:

D. Provide notice of possible assessment to the private property owners by the Edenville

Indicate the proposed use(s) of the required open space.

Provide for the privately owned open space to be maintained by private property owners
having an interest in the open space.

Provide maintenance standards and a maintenance schedule.

Township for the maintenance of the open space in the event that it is inadequately
maintained and becomes a public nuisance.

After approval from the Edenville Township Attorney, the developer shall record the
conveyance with the Midland County Register of Deeds to provide record notice of the
restrictions to all persons having or seeking an interest in the property contained in the
Residential Open Space development. Evidence that the document has been recorded shall
be provided to the Edenville Township prior to issuance of any permits to commence
construction.

The developer shall create a Master Deed, establishing an association, that will be attached
to all property owner deeds within the designated area of open space described., This
Master Deed will provide for the maintenance and upkeep of the open space.
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Section 12.06 i1 Storm water Management

1. Existing natural drainage shall be maintained to maximum extent feasible.

2. Retention and detention basins, where proposed or required, shall resemble natural ponds with
gradual slopes and shall be landscaped with plant material that enhances the wildlife habitat.

3. Best management practices in storm water management are encouraged such as use of natural
habitat to filter storm water (bio-swales, rain gardens and phytoremediation), design to decrease
the amount of impervious surfaces (permeable paving, green roofs, and curb less parking areas
and roads), and dissemination of storm water in a natural manner (level spreader and multiple,
connected ponds.

ARTICLE 13. WIRELESS COMMUNICATION TOWERS AND FACILITIES

Section 13.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the location, design, and
operation of wireless communication facilities, including but not limited to communication towers and
accessory structures. This section also defines the application requirements for review by the Township
Planning Commission.

Section 13.02 i Purpose

Wireless communication towers are hereinafter referred to as "towers".

In order to accommodate the communication needs of residents and businesses while protecting the

public health, safety and general welfare of the community, these regulations are necessary in order to:

1. Facilitate the provision of wireless communication services to residents and businesses.

2. Minimize adverse visual effects of towers through careful design and siting standards.

3. Avoid potential damage to adjacent properties from tower failure through structural standards and
setback requirements.

4. Maximize the use of existing and approved towers and buildings to accommodate new wireless
communication antennas in order to reduce the number of towers needed to serve the community.

Towers supporting private, not-for-profit communication antennas and personal communication devices
shall be exempt from this ordinance if less than 85 feet.

Section 13.03 1 Towers in Residential Zoned Locations

Towers shall be allowed only in the following areas in residential zoning districts:

Towers supporting commercial antennas and conforming to all applicable provisions of this ordinance
shall be allowed only in the following residentially zoned locations:

1. Church sites, when camouflaged as steeples or bell towers.

2. Government, school, utility and institutional structures when camouflaged into the structure.

3. As permitted by Special Use Permit.

Section 13.04 i Location Requirements

All commercial wireless communication towers erected, constructed or located within Edenville

Township shall comply with the following requirements:

1. A proposal for a new commercial wireless communication service tower shall be considered for
approval only if the communication equipment planned for the proposed tower cannot be
accommodated on an existing or approved tower due to one or more of the following reasons:

A. The planned equipment would exceed the structural capacity of the existing or approved
tower or building, as documented by a qualified and licensed professional engineer, and the
existing or approved tower cannot be reinforced, modified, or replaced to accommodate
planned or equivalent equipment at a reasonable cost.

B. The planned equipment would cause interference materially impacting the usability of other
existing or planned equipment at the tower or building as documented by a qualified and
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licensed professional engineer and the interference cannot be prevented at a reasonable
cost.

C. Existing or approved towers and buildings within the Township cannot accommodate the
planned equipment at a height necessary to function reasonably as documented by a
qualified an licensed professional engineer.

D. Other unforeseen reasons that make it not feasible to locate the planned communications
equipment upon an existing or approved tower or building.

2. Any proposed commercial wireless communication service tower shall be designed structurally,
electrically, and in all respects, to accommodate both the applicant's antennas and comparable
antennas for at least two additional users if the tower is over 100 feet in height or for at least one
additional user if the tower is 60 to 100 feet in heights. Towers must be designed to allow for future
rearrangement of antennas upon the tower and to accept antennas mounted at varying heights.
Tower owners are required to allow additional antennas on their towers for competitors and tenants
as outlined above. Governmental/township usage shall have highest priority.

3. The owner of any existing and/or Edenville Township approved and constructed wireless
communication tower/facility, shall be required to make said tower/facility available, at a reasonable
and pro-rata cost relative to construction and maintenance, to any other wireless communications
company and/or competitor seeking the approval or use of a similar tower/facility in Edenville
Township, provided said tower/facility still has the capacity to accommodate the needs of the
wireless communications company and/or competitor seeking tower/facility approval in Edenville
Township.

Section 13.05 i Towers and Antenna Design Requirements

Proposed or modified towers and antennas shall meet the following design requirements:

1. Towers and antennas shall be designed to blend into the surrounding environment through the use
of color and camouflaging architectural treatment, except in instances where the color is dictated
by the federal or state authorities such as the Federal Aviation Administration.

2. Commercial wireless communication service towers shall be of monopole design, unless it is
determined that an alternative design would better blend in with the surrounding environment.

13.06 i Tower Height

The height of the tower shall be determined by measuring vertically down from the tower's highest point
to the ground. When a tower is attached to a structure or dwelling, the height of the tower shall be
determined by measuring vertically down from the tower's highest point to the ground upon which the
structure or dwelling stands.

13.077 Tower Setbacks

1. Towers shall conform with each of the following minimum setback requirements. In industrial
zoning districts, towers may encroach into the rear setback area, provided that the rear property
line abuts another industrially zoned property and the tower does not encroach upon any
easements.

2. Towers shall not be located between a principal structure and a public street, with the following
exceptions:

A. Inindustrial zoning districts, towers may be placed within a side yard abutting an internal
industrial street.
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B. On sites adjacent to public streets on all sides, towers may be placed within a side yard
abutting a local street.

3. Atower's setback may be reduced or its location to a public street varied to allow the integration of
a tower into an existing or proposed structure such as a church steeple, light standard, power line
support device or similar structure.

4. Towers shall be set back from all adjacent property lines at least a distance equal to the height of
the tower unless the design of the tower is such that it collapses upon itself in which case the
setback from all adjacent property lines must be at least a distance equal to half the height of the
tower.

5. Towers greater than 60 feet but 200 feet or less shall be set back a minimum of one-quarter mile
west of North Lake Sanford Road South of Curtis Road and shall be set back a minimum of one-
quarter mile east of Water Road South of Curtis Road. Towers shall be set back a minimum of one-
quarter mile from the closest edge of the Tittabawasee and Tobacco Rivers North of Curtis Road.
Towers greater than 200 feet shall be set back a minimum of one-half mile west of North Lake
Sanford Road South of Curtis Road and shall be set back a minimum of one-half mile east of
Water Road South of Curtis Road.

Section 13.08 i1 Accessory Utility Buildings

All utility buildings and structure accessories to a tower shall be architecturally designed to blend in with
the surrounding environment and shall meet the minimum setback requirements of the underlying
zoning district. Ground mounted equipment shall be screened from view by suitable vegetation, except
where a design of non-vegetative screening better reflects and compliments the architectural character
of the surrounding neighborhood. Isolated towers shall be fenced against easy access. Only buildings
accessory to the communication towers shall be allowed on site.

Section 13.9 i1 Lighting

Towers shall not be illuminated by artificial means and shall not display strobe lights unless such
lighting is specifically required by the Federal Aviation Administration or other federal or state authority
for a particular tower. When incorporated into the approved design of the tower, light fixtures used to
illuminate ball fields, parking lots, or similar areas may be attached to the tower. Such lighting shall be
designed and arranged so that it does not glare onto adjacent property or roadways.

Section 13.10 i Signs and Advertising

The use of any portion of a tower for signs other than warning or equipment information signs is
prohibited.

Section 13.11 i Abandonment of Unused Towers or Portions of Towers

Abandoned of unused towers or portions of towers shall be removed as follows:

1. All abandoned or unused towers and associated facilities shall be removed within 12 months of the
cessation of operations at the site unless a time extension is approved by the Edenville Township
Planning Commission. A copy of the relevant portions of a signed lease which requires the
applicant to remove the tower and associated facilities upon cessation of operations at the site
shall be submitted at the time of application. In the event that a tower is not removed within 12
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months of the cessation of operations at a site, the tower and associated facilities may be removed
by Edenville Township and the costs of removal assessed against the property.

2. The applicant will submit a letter of credit, performance bond, or other security acceptable to
Edenville Township to cover the costs of the antenna or tower's removal (also reference Section
12.17).

Section 13.12 1  Antennas and Wireless Communication Facilities Mounted on Existing Roofs,
Walls, and Towers

The placement of antennas and wireless communication facilities on roofs, walls, and towers requires

approval by the Planning Commission, provided the antennas and wireless communication facilities

meet the requirements of this Ordinance, and submittal of:

1. Asite plan.

2. Areport prepared by a qualified and licensed professional engineer indicating the existing structure
or tower's suitability to accept the antenna.

Section 13.13 i1 Interference with Public Safety Communications

No new or existing wireless communications service shall interfere with public safety communications.
All applications for new wireless communication service shall be accompanied by an intermodulation
study which provides a technical evaluation of existing and proposed transmissions and indicates all
potential interference problems.

Section 13.14 i1 Inspections

All towers shall be inspected at regular intervals by the owner and serviced as frequently as may be
necessary, to maintain the tower in a safe and weather-withstanding condition.

Section 13.15 i Application Requirements

Applications for towers shall include the following supplemental information from a qualified and

licensed professional engineer which:

1. Describes the tower height and design including the cross section and elevation.

2. Documents the height above grade for all potential mounting positions for co-located antennas and
the minimum separation distance between antennas.

3. Describes the tower's capacity, including the number and type of antennas that it can
accommodate and the number of spaces that are to be utilized by the tower owner.

4. Documentation stating that the equipment shall not interfere with the established public safety
communications.

5. Includes a qualified and licensed professional engineer's stamp and registration number.

6. Includes other information necessary to evaluate the application if requested by Edenville
Township.

7. Includes a site plan.

8. Includes a tower removal agreement, letter of credit, performance bond and/or other security with
the application.
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Section 13.16 i1 Priority of Users

Priority for wireless communication antennas, facilities and towers shall be given to the following

entities in descending order:

1. Tower owner.

2. Midland County Emergency Services Director.

3. Other governmental agencies, for uses which are not related to public safety.

4. Entities providing licensed commercial wireless communication services including cellular, personal
communication services, specialized mobilized radio, enhanced specialized mobilized radio,
paging and similar services that are marketed to the general public.

Section 13.17 1 Antennas and Wireless Communication on Edenville Township Owned
Land fi Minimum Requirements

The placement of wireless communication antennas or towers on Edenville Township property must

comply with the following requirements:

1. The antennas or towers will not interfere with the purpose for which Edenville Township property is

intended.

2. The antennas or towers will not have an adverse impact on surrounding private property.

3. The applicant must obtain adequate liability insurance and commit to a lease agreement which
includes equitable compensation for the use of the land, other necessary provisions and
safeguards and requires the applicant to hold harmless and indemnify Edenville Township for any
and all liability claims arising out of the construction, operation, use or maintenance of the wireless
communications tower or facility.

4.  The applicant will submit a letter of credit, performance bond, or other security acceptable to
Edenville Township to cover the costs of the antenna or tower's removal (also reference Section
12.11).

5. The antennas or towers will not interfere with other users who have a higher priority as defined in
Section 12.16 above at the time of installation.

6. Upon reasonable notice, the antennas or towers may be required to be removed at the users'
expense.

7. The applicant must reimburse Edenville Township for any costs which it incurs because of the
presence of the applicant's antennas or towers.

8.  The applicant must obtain all necessary land use approvals and construction permits.

Section 13.18 i1 Reservation of Right

Notwithstanding the above, Edenville Township reserves the right to deny, for any reason, the use of
any or all Edenville Township owned property by any or all applicants.
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ARTICLE 14. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT

Section 14.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is the intent of this section to set forth the provisions that will regulate the implementation of Planned
Unit Developments, hereafter referred to as PUD, promoting the efficient use of land, the diversity of
housing types and mixed uses, while keeping in character with the existing uses within Edenville
Township.

Section 14.02 1 General

Planned Unit Development shall hereinafter be designated by PUD. This section adopts Article
125.286¢ Section 16¢ of the State Public Act 184 of 1943, as amended, for regulations not specified by
the Edenville Township Zoning Ordinance.

Section 14.03 i Objectives

Objectives of the PUD technique include but are not limited to, integration of a project with the
characteristics of a site, regulatory flexibility, innovation in design, efficient use of land, maintaining
natural resources, providing adequate energy and public services, retention of open space; and better
housing and commercial opportunities particularly suited to the needs of local people.

Section 14.04 i PUD Plan Reviews & Approval

The Edenville Township Planning Commission shall be charged with the responsibility to review and
recommend approval of the PUD request. Site plans shall be received and reviewed during a published
public meeting of the Edenville Township Planning Commission. Notification of the hearing shall be in
accordance with Section 16C of State Public Act 184 of 1943 as amended.

A summary of the PUD public hearing and recommendations relative to accepting or rejecting the PUD,
specifying reasons for acceptance or rejection, shall be provided by the Edenville Township Planning
Commission and submitted to the Edenville Township Board which shall have final PUD approval.

Section 14.05 i Related Regulations

Regulations relating to PUD uses of land shall generally follow existing ordinance requirements such as
yard setbacks, lot size, side yard clearance, maintaining others view of water and not blocking sun from
solar devices, as they apply to the particular district in which the PUD is located. Existing district
regulations such as height limits, minimum floor area and land use may be waived by the Planning
Commission.

Open Space Preservation: See State of Michigan Public Act 177 of 2001, Section 16h.

Section 14.06 i PUD Request for Review

PUD overall performance objectives, instead of rigid zoning dimensional standards, will be considered

in review and approval. PUD request shall be made to the Edenville Township Planning Commission

and:

1. Be consistent with and promote the intent and purpose of the ordinance.

2. Insure that the land use, if authorized, will be compatible with adjacent uses of land, the
environment, and the capacity of public services and facilities affected by use.
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Be consistent with the public health, safety, and welfare of the township.

Include a master deed, site plan, name and address of petitioner, legal description of PUD
property, and a written explanation of the proposed PUD.

The use shall not increase traffic hazards or cause congestion on the public thoroughfares of the
area. Adequate access shall be furnished.

Section 14.07 ii Review and Approval

The Edenville Township Planning Commission shall be charged with the responsibility to review and
recommend approval or disapproval of the PUD request. Site plans shall be received and reviewed
during a published public meeting of the Edenville Township Planning Commission. Notification of the
hearing shall be in accordance with Section 16C of State Public Act 184 of 1943 as amended.

Section 14.08 i1 Approval Standards

For approval, the PUD development must meet each of the following requirements:

1.

Ensure protection of natural resources and the welfare of the users of the land and the community
as a whole.

Be related to a valid use of police power.

Be related to purposes affected by the land use.

Be necessary to meet the purpose of this ordinance.

Be related to standards contained in this ordinance.

"Be necessary to ensure compliance with the standards in this ordinance.

The proposed development shall be adequately served by public facilities and services such as:
highways, streets, sidewalks, street lights, police and fire protection, drainage courses, water and
sanitary sewer facilities, refuse disposal, or that the persons or agencies responsible for the
proposed development shall be able to properly provide such facilities and services.

Common open space, other common properties and facilities, individual properties, and all other
elements of a PUD are so planned that they will achieve a unified open space and recreation area
system, with open space and all other elements in appropriate locations, suitably related to each
other, the site and surrounding lands.

The Applicant shall have made provision to ensure that public and common areas will be or have
been irrevocably committed for that purpose. Provisions shall have been made to provide for
financing of improvements shown on the plan for open space and other common areas and
facilities, and that proper maintenance of such improvements is ensured.

Traffic to, from, and within the site will not be hazardous or inconvenient to the project or to the
surrounding area. In applying this standard the Planning Commission shall consider, among other
things, convenient routes for pedestrian traffic, relationship of the proposed project to main
thoroughfares and street intersections and the general character and intensity of the existing and
potential development of the surrounding area.

The mix of housing unit types and densities, and the mix of residential and non-residential uses
shall be acceptable in terms of convenience, privacy, compatibility, and similar measures.

The Planning Commission shall determine, where applicable, that noise, odor, light, or other
external effects which are connected with the proposed use, will not adversely affect adjacent and
surrounding area lands and uses.

The proposed development shall create a minimum disturbance to natural features and land forms.
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14. Roads shall follow topography, be properly spaced, and be located and aligned in accordance with
the intended function of the road. The property shall have adequate access to public roads. The
plans shall provide for logical extensions of public roads and shall provide suitable road
connections to adjacent parcels, where applicable.

15. Pedestrian circulation shall be provided within the site and shall interconnect all use areas where
applicable. The pedestrian system shall provide for a logical extension of pedestrian ways outside
the site and to the edges of the PUD, where applicable.

16. Outdoor displays and advertising media shall not exceed 20 feet in height from the natural grade.
Signs shall not exceed 32 square feet. Set back from the road right of way shall be a minimum of
25 feet.

Section 14.09 n Performance Bond

The Township Board may require the posting of a performance bond to ensure completion of all
improvements associated with a PUD. Examples of improvements are roadways, lighting, utilities,
screening, draining, water, and sewer systems. The bond must be deposited with the Township Clerk
before a Land Use Permit is issued. Bond may be by certified check, irrevocable letter of credit or a
surety bond, acceptable to the Township Board.
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ARTICLE 15. WATERFRONT LOT USE REGULATIONS

Section 15.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

The intent and purpose of this section is to limit Sanford Lake overcrowding by boats and other
watercraft and promote the safety in boating and recreational use on Sanford Lake. Nothing in this
ordinance shall be construed to limit access to lakes or waterways by the general public by way of a
public park or public access site provided or maintained by any unit of state, county or local
government.

Section 15.02 i Regulations

In any zoning district where a parcel of land is contiguous to a lake, or body of water

connected to the lake, such parcel of land may be used as access property or as common open space

held in common by a subdivision contiguous to the access property or common open space,

association or any similar agency; or held in common by virtue of the terms of a plat of record; or
provided for common use under deed restrictions of record; or owned by two or more dwelling units
located away from the waterfront, only if the following conditions are met:

1. Those parcels granted usage of the access lot by any one of the means identified above, must be
a minimum 1 acre in size.

2. The said access parcel of land contains a minimum of 7,000 square feet, 50 lineal feet of water
frontage and 140 feet minimum depth.

3. Inno event shall water frontage of such parcel of land consist of swamp, marsh, or bog as shown
on the most recent U.S. Geological Survey Maps, or the Michigan Department of Natural
Resources MIRIS map or have otherwise been determined to be wetland by the Michigan
Department Of Natural Resources. No swamp, marsh, bog or wetland shall be altered by dredging,
the addition of earth or fill material, or by the drainage of water for the purpose of increasing water
frontage.

4. In no event shall such parcel of land abut a man-made canal or channel, and no canal or channel
shall be excavated for the purpose of increasing the water frontage.

5. That access property, as provided for in and meeting the conditions of this ordinance, regardless of
total area, shall not be used as a residential lot for the purpose of constructing a dwelling and/or
accessory structures, or for any commercial or business use.

6. Piers and docks shall not be closer than 25 feet from the property lines of the access property.

Section 15.03 1 Non-conformance and Lots of Record

In any district in which accesses have been established before the effective date of this ordinance or
subsequent amendments thereto or subsequent ordinances, such accesses shall retain historic uses. It
is the intent of this ordinance to permit such lawful non-conformance use to continue.

Lots created after the effective date of this ordinance which have been created from a parent parcel
which does not front on the water but which has water access rights by virtue of the terms of a plat of
record or deed restrictions of record, are not granted the same access rights and have no right to water
access through access property or common open space unless the conditions in this ordinance are
met.

ARTICLE 16. SPECIAL USE PERMITS

Section 16.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

The intent and purpose of this section is to set forth provisions regulating the issuance of Special Use
Permits, the approval process and compliance thereof.

For Special Use Permits pertaining to wireless communication facilities, refer to Article 12.

Section 16.02 i Authority

The Edenville Township Planning Commission, as hereinafter provided, shall have the authority to
grant Special Use Permits subject to such conditions of design and operation, safeguards and time
limitations as it may determine for special uses in any district. Application for any Special Use Permit
permissible under the provisions of this section shall be subject to a non-refundable fee, set by the
Township Board.

Section 16.03 ii Purpose

Uses requiring Special Use Permits are those which are essentially incompatible with the uses
permitted in a zoning district, but possess characteristics or location qualities which require individual
review and the placement of restrictions, in order to avoid incompatibility with the character of the
surrounding area and adjacent land uses. The purpose of this article is to establish equitable
procedures and criteria which shall be applied in the determination of requests to establish special land
uses.

Special uses may be permitted only in those districts where they are designated by this ordinance and
are permitted only when specifically approved by the Edenville Township Planning Commission in
accordance with the provisions of this ordinance.

Prior to approval of a Special Use Permit, the Planning Commission shall insure that all standards
specified in this article, as well as all standards established elsewhere in this ordinance, shall be
satisfied.

Section 16.04 n Standards

All uses by Special Use Permit shall comply with the following standards:

1. A Special Use Permit shall not be granted if the property identified in the Special Use Permit is
presently in noncompliance with the Zoning Ordinance and Land Division Ordinance.

2. All special uses shall, at a minimum, comply with the supplementary provisions of this ordinance,
for buildings, structures, uses, lots, yards, and premises contained in this ordinance, as well as the
specific requirements in the specified zoning district.

3. The nature, location and size of the special use shall not change the essential character of the
surrounding area, nor disrupt the orderly and proper development of the district as a whole. The
use shall not be in conflict with, or discourage the permitted uses of the adjacent lands or buildings.

4. The special use shall not diminish the value of the land, buildings, or structures in the district, and
shall represent an improvement to the property under construction.
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5. The special use shall not increase traffic hazards or cause congestion on the public thoroughfares
of the area. Adequate access to the parcel shall be furnished.

6. The water supply and sewage disposal system shall be adequate for the proposed special use.

7. Uses by Special Use Permit shall not be significantly more objectionable to nearby properties by
reason of traffic, noise, vibrations, dust, fumes, odor, smoke, glare, lights, or disposal of waste than
the operation of any principal permitted uses, nor shall the use increase hazards from fire or other
dangers to either the property or adjacent property.

8. The special use shall comply with soil erosion and sedimentation control requirements and
groundwater protection management provisions of local, state, and federal laws.

9. The special use shall be consistent with the intent and purpose of this ordinance, in conformance
with the intent of the Edenville Township Master Plan and shall be compatible with the natural
environment, and shall protect the public health, safety, and general welfare of Edenville Township
residents.

Section 16.05 ii Application

An application for permission to establish a special use shall be submitted and acted upon in

accordance with the following procedures:

1. An application and site plan, filled out in triplicate, shall be submitted to the Edenville Township
Planning Commission. Each application shall be accompanied by a fee in accordance with the
township schedule of fees, established by the Township Board.

2. The Planning Commission may impose conditions with permit approval which it deems necessary
to insure compliance with the standards contained in this ordinance. Said conditions shall be
considered an integral part of the Special Use Permit and shall be enforced by the Zoning
Enforcement Officer.

3. Special Use Permits shall be reviewed annually by the Zoning Enforcement Officer to ensure
compliance with this ordinance. Where compliance is found the permit is automatically continued.
Any violation of the Special Use Permit shall automatically void the entire permit.

4. Any additions to or expansions of an existing establishment or land use listed under Special Uses,
shall also require a Special Use Permit issued by the Edenville Township Planning Commission.

Section 16.06 ii Public Hearing

The Edenville Township Planning Commission shall hold a public hearing, or hearings, within 90 days
of the receipt of the application for a Special Use Permit.

Section 16.07 i1 Action and Notice

The written decision of the Planning Commission shall be sent to the applicant signed by the
chairperson or secretary of the Planning Commission, informing the applicant of the decision made by
the Planning Commission. A copy of this notice shall be sent to the Township Board.

Section 16.08 i Appeals

If the request for a Special Use permit is denied, the applicant may appeal the decision of the Planning
Commission within 90 days of the decision to the Zoning Board of Appeals. Upon filing of an appeal,
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the application, all relevant documents, testimony, findings, and decisions of the Planning Commission
shall be made available to the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Section 16.09 in Decisions

All decisions of the Planning Commission, and the Zoning Board of Appeals relating to special use
applications, including the findings supporting any decision, shall be recorded and retained as
permanent records on file in the Township office. Special Uses "run with the land" and are legal
indefinitely until and unless a condition of the Special Use Permit is violated.

Section 16.10 N Issuance

Upon approval by the Township Planning Commission, the Zoning Enforcement Officer shall issue a
Special Use Permit to the applicant. It shall be the responsibility of the Zoning Enforcement Officer to
monitor compliance with the terms, conditions, and restrictions of any Special Use Permit and take any
enforcement action necessary in the event of violation of the Special Use Permit.

Section 16.11 i Compliance

In an instance where a development authorized by a Special Use Permit has essentially changed in
nature, extent or character, or has not commenced within three-hundred-sixty-five (365) days from the
date of issuance, the Township Planning Commission shall review the permit in relation to the
applicable standards and requirements of the ordinance. A violation of the special use permit is a
violation of this ordinance.

Any property which has been granted a Special Use Permit and has not been used for that purpose, for
a period of three-hundred-sixty-five (365) consecutive days, shall revert back to only those uses
permissible to the particular zoning district and the permit for the special use shall terminate.

Breach of any conditions placed upon the Special Use Permit shall automatically void the permit.
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ARTICLE 17. SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS

The provisions of this ordinance shall be subject to such modifications, additions, exceptions, or
limitations as herein provided by the following regulations:

Section 17.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

The intent and purpose of this section is to identify modifications, additions, exceptions and/or
limitations to the requirements set forth in the other sections of this zoning ordinance.

Section 17.02 i Water Supply and Sanitary Sewage Facilities

Required water supply and sanitary sewage facilities shall conform to the standards,
regulations and requirements of the Midland County Health Department.

Section 17.03 i Height Limitations

The height limitations of this ordinance shall not apply to buildings used for agricultural purposes,
church spires, belfries, cupolas, penthouses and domes not used for human occupancy nor to
chimneys, ventilators, skylights, water tanks, bulkheads, similar features, and necessary mechanical
appurtenances usually carried above roof level. Such features however, shall be erected only to such
height as is necessary to accomplish the purpose they are to serve and then only in accordance with
any other governmental regulations. Maximum height will be measured from the natural grade to the
highest point of the structure.

Section 17.04 i Roads and Streets, Public And Private

A road or street shall have a 66 feet wide right of way. Each road or street shall be provided with 1 safe
exit and 1 safe entrance from a public thoroughfare. Such exit and entrance may be combined or
provided separately. Approval for location of such exit and entrance shall be obtained from the County
Road Commission or MDOT, who shall also approve the design and construction thereof in the interest
of safety, adequate drainage, and other public requirements. A road or street shall be centered in the
right-of-ways. A road or street shall be a minimum 20 feet in width, with a minimum 12 feet overhead
clearance to allow access for emergency vehicles. The public and private roads and streets must
be reviewed by the Township Fire and Rescue Department to insure that the Township's
equipment can readily traverse the road and or street at least to a point within one hundred feet
(100) of the structure served by the driveway.

Section 17.05 i1 Private Driveways

All Private Driveways shall be subject to the following standards and requirements:
1. Minimum width and height of clear and passable area shall be as follows:

A. All must have a minimum clear and passable area at least fourteen feet (14') in width for the
entire length of the driveway. "Clear and Passable" shall mean that the area is free of roots,
brush shrubs, trees, obstructions, or any other debris.

B. The driveway shall have a vertical clearance of at least thirteen feet (13') for the entire length
of the driveway.

2. Minimum Improvements, regardless of its length, must have the following improvements to the land
on which it is situated.
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A. Must have an aggregate base course of compacted gravel, crushed concrete, slag, or similar
material which is at least six inches (6") in depth and ten feet (10") in width for the entire
length of the driveway.

B. Radius of turns on all driveways which exceed one hundred feet (100') in length, if the
driveway has any turns, the driveway must be reviewed by the Township Fire and Rescue
Department to insure that the Township's equipment can readily traverse the driveway at
least to a point within one hundred feet (100) of the structure served by the driveway. The
Township Fire Chief shall have the discretion to deny approval of any proposed driveway
which cannot be readily traversed by the equipment of the Township Fire and Rescue
Department due to severity of turns or inadequate radius of the turns in the proposed
driveway.

C. An approved Driveway permit must be obtained from the Midland County Road Commission
(M.C.R.C.) for all county roads and from the Michigan Department of Transportation
(M.D.O.T.) for driveways on M-30 (Meridian Road) and M-18. The driveway must be shown
on the site plan with dimensions.

Section 17.06 i1 Accessory Structures

1.

No building or structure of any kind except appropriate fencing, shall be hereafter constructed,
erected or moved into space within the required front yard setback.

In case of a corner lot the setback requirements for the side yard, fronting on the side road, shall
be the same as that required for the front yard.

Structures greater than 200 square feet require a building permit.

Accessory structures shall be constructed with commercially available building materials and the
exterior finished with building materials made for that purpose. Prohibited items include but are not
limited to plastic sheets, tarps, pallets, etc., and would not satisfy this requirement.

Canopied structures shall be manufactured and purchased through a retail/wholesale outlet. One
canopied structure per residence is allowed.

Section 17.07 i Required Off-Street Parking

1.

2.

For each dwelling, business, commercial, industrial, or other similar building hereafter erected or
altered and located with access to public right-of-way in the township and including buildings or
structures used principally as a place of public assembly, there shall be provided and maintained
suitable space off the right-of-way, that is in general, adequate for the parking or loading of
vehicles in proportions shown in the following:
Parking Spaces Required
A. For dwellings at least two parking spaces for each dwelling unit.
B. For motels at least one, parking space for each individual sleeping unit or guest unit.
C. For private clubs at least one parking space for every four of the active membership.
D. For hospitals at least one, parking space for each four patient beds excluding bassinets.
E. For sanitariums, convalescent homes, and rest homes at least one parking space for each
four patient beds.
F. For medical or dental clinics three parking spaces for each doctor or dentist having an office
in such clinic and must include at least one parking space for each employee.
G. For churches, theaters, auditoriums, and other places of public assembly at least one
parking space for each four seats.

H. For retail stores, personal service shops, business and professional offices, at least one
parking space for every 200 square feet of gross floor area in said establishment.

[ Industrial and manufacturing establishments shall provide parking spaces sufficient in
number to accommodate the parking of automobiles and other motor vehicles used by the
firm, employees, or other people doing business therein.

J.  Taverns and restaurants shall provide at least one parking space for every 75 square feet of
floor area of said establishment.

Section 17.08 i Non-conforming Uses

1. The lawful use of any building or structure and of any land or premises existing prior to the effective
date of this ordinance, although the use does not conform to the provisions of this ordinance, may
be continued provided, however, that the continued use does not constitute a public nuisance, or
endanger the public health, safety or welfare. Any lot of record created prior to the effective date of
this ordinance, may be used for any permitted use, even though the lot dimensions are less than
that required by this ordinance for the district in which said parcel of land is located. Such lot may
be used for the erection or alteration of a dwelling or accessory structure provided the owner has
no other land contiguous thereto and adequate to fulfill the requirements of this ordinance.

2. If the non-conforming use of any building, structure, land or premises is changed to a conforming
use, such use shall not revert to a non-conforming use.

3. If the non-conforming use of any building, structure, land or premise or part thereof is abandoned
for a period of 24 months, then any future use of said building, structure, land or premise shall
conform in its entirety to the provisions of this ordinance.

4. When district boundaries shall hereafter be changed to another type of district and use becomes
nonconforming, said use may continue but subject to all other provisions of this ordinance.

5. Non-conforming uses cannot be expanded or enlarged.

Section 17.09 i1  Repair, Alteration, and Rehabilitation of Non-conforming Buildings and
Structures

Nothing in this ordinance shall prevent the reconstruction, repair or restoration and the continued use of
any nonconforming building or structure damaged by fire, collapse, explosion, floods or acts of God.
Repairs may likewise be made as are necessary due to wear and tear and to comply with the building
code or housing laws of Michigan. The rehabilitation of damage however, must begin within 12 months
of damage to non-conforming buildings and must not exceed the previous floor area of the original non-
conforming building. The continued use of the rehabilitated building shall be identical to the non-
conforming use permitted and in effect directly preceding the damage.

Section 17.10 i Compliance with Land Division Ordinance

No Building Permit will be issued if the parcel involved is in violation of the Land Division Ordinance. If
compliance with the Land Division Ordinance is questionable, the landowner must supply proof to the
Zoning Enforcement Officer that his/her property is in compliance.

Section 17.11 1 Vehicle Storage and Dismantled Vehicles
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No vehicles shall be parked on public right-of-way or public property for more than 3 consecutive days.
No vehicle parts shall be placed on public right-of-way or public property. Permitted vehicles parked on
private property shall be:

1. No vehicle shall be parked on a public right-of-way or public property for more than 3 consecutive
days. No vehicle parts shall be stored on public right-of & way or public property. Vehicles
maintained on their owners private property shall be:

A. Duly licensed vehicles including trailers, travel trailers, motor homes and pop up trailers.
B. Operable with substantially all main component parts attached.

2. Duly licensed vehicles that are temporarily inoperable because of minor mechanical failure can be
placed outside of a fully enclosed building for a period not exceeding 30 days.

3. No limitis placed on vehicles or parts stored inside a completely enclosed building.

Section 17.12 i Storage on Public Right-Of-Way

Private property shall not be stored on public right of ways.

Section 17.13 i1 Yard Rubbish Declared Violation

Outside accumulation of discarded waste, salvaged or similar materials, such as old iron or other
metal, lumber, glass, paper, rags, cloth, bagging, motor vehicle parts, machine parts, cordage, barrels,
containers, items in disrepair sitting unused, etc., is hereby declared a violation of this ordinance and is
not allowed in Edenville Township. These items identified by the owner as usable and still wanted, shall
be stored out of sight inside a completely enclosed building.

Section 17.14 i Mobile Homes as Dwelling Units

The joining of two or more separate mobile home units to form one dwelling unit shall not be allowed.
Acceptable used mobile home units are to be inspected and approved off-site by the Code Authority of
Midland County prior to delivery on-site.

Section 17.15 Signs

Permanent signs in Districts A, B, and C shall not be larger than 8 square feet and shall not be placed
within the road right-of-way. Realtor, garage sale, yard sale, political election related or seasonal
agricultural product signage are exempt and shall be placed so as to not obstruct driver's view at
intersections and drive-ways.

Section 17.16 ii Building Permit Duration and Extension

Building permits shall be issued for one year duration. Extensions for up to one year may be obtained
from the building inspector. To qualify for an extension, the exterior of the building under construction,
must be completed, including roofing and siding, and the yard shall be free from waste materials.

Section 17.17 i Accessory Structures

Tents, trailers, mobile homes, tractor trailers, or similar structures shall not be considered a legal
accessory structure.
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Section 17.18 1 Fences

1. All fences must be made of material designed specifically for that use.
Fences constructed within 25 feet of the road right of way cannot exceed 4 feet in height and must
be open fencing, providing a clear view.

3. On lots adjacent to waterways, fences constructed in the space between the water's edge and the
dwelling, shall not exceed 4 feet in height and must be open fencing providing a clear view.

4. Fences, other than those identified in item 16.3, cannot exceed 7 feet in height.

Section 17.19 i Commercial Structures
All commercial structures shall comply with the current building code approved for use in the township
and shall be a minimum width of 24 feet.

Section 17.20 ii Dwelling Units

All new dwelling units shall comply with the current codes approved for use in the township.

Section 17.21 i1 Boat Storage

1. No boats shall be parked on a public right-of-way or public property for more than 3 consecutive
days. No boat parts shall be soted on public-right-of-way or public property. Boats maintained on
their owners private property shall be:

A. Duly licensed and/or registered boats.
B. Operable with substantially all main component parts attached.

2. Duly licensed and/or registered boats that are temporarily inoperable because of minor mechanical
failure may be placed outside of a fully enclosed building for no more than 30 days.

3. No limitis placed on boats or parts stored inside a completely enclosed building.

Section 17.22 i One Dwelling Per Parcel

Districts A, B, C, D, and E shall be limited to one dwelling structure per parcel.

Section 17.23 ii Mobile Home Storage

The storage of mobile homes is not allowed.

Section 17.24 i1 Unsafe Structures

Buildings and structures shall not be allowed to degenerate to the point where they constitute a public
nuisance or endanger the public health, safety or welfare.

Section 17.25 i Lighting

The purpose of this section is to reduce unwanted light pollution.

1. Unnatural lighting sources shall be installed so as to contain the light on the property upon which it
is installed. This can be accomplished by correctly sizing light sources, directional lighting and by
the use of reflectors.

Exception: waterfront homes are allowed spill lighting onto the water in front of their property only.
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2. Spill lighting onto adjacent properties shall not exceed 0.2 foot candles at the property line of
adjacent properties.
3. No lighting sources shall illuminate within the windows or doors of adjacent property dwellings.

Section 17.26 i1 Fertilizer Use

No fertilizer containing phosphorous is permitted by lot owners on: Sanford Lake, Tittabawasee River,
Old Tobacco River, or Verity Creek.
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ARTICLE 18. ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

Section 18.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

The intent and purpose of this section is to create a Zoning Board Of Appeals and identify the duties of
this body, and the appeals process for challenges to zoning decisions.

Section 18.02 i Appointment

A Zoning Board of Appeals is hereby created in conformance with State Act 184, which shall perform
its duties and exercise its powers and jurisdiction as provided by State Act 184 of the Public Act of
1943, as amended. The Zoning Board of Appeals powers and duties are as follows:

1.

To hear and decide appeals where it is alleged that there is error in any order, requirement,
decision, or determination, made by, Edenville Township and/or its officers, representatives or
agents in the administration or enforcement of this ordinance.

To hear and decide appeals from the action of the inspector when a Land Use Permit has been
refused or the construction or use of a building or premises stopped because of the failure of such
building, or use, to comply with the provisions of this ordinance, where such appeal is based on
unusual conditions which cause practical difficulties or unnecessary or unintended hardship in the
application of the strict letter of the ordinance to the case under appeal.

If after such hearing, the Zoning Board of Appeals determines that Edenville Township or its
officers, representatives or agents has made an error or if all of the following conditions or
situations exist:

A. The grant of a variance will not be injurious to the general welfare of the community or
interfere with the overall Master Plan.

B. The variance will not be substantially detrimental to nearby property owners.

C. The need for the variance arises from some condition(s) peculiar to the specific land
involved, not because of general conditions in the region or neighborhood; and literal
application of the ordinance would create unnecessary, undue or unusual hardship for the
owner of the property, only if found not to be caused by the voluntary act of the owner of the
property, "self induced hardship".

The Zoning Board of Appeals may reverse or affirm, wholly or in part, or may modify the application
of any non use type provisions of this ordinance. The Zoning Board of Appeals shall not have use
variance authority: The Zoning Board of Appeals shall make such order, requirement, decision or
determination as in its opinion ought to be made on the property. The Zoning Board of Appeals
shall notify Edenville Township and/or its officers, representatives or agents in writing of any such
action taken and such action shall not be valid until such notice shall have been delivered to the
office of the Zoning Enforcement Officer within 14 days after the Zoning Board of Appeals decision
is made.

The Zoning Board of Appeals may require the posting of a performance bond to ensure compliance
of all conditions associated with the issuance of a variance. The bond must be deposited with the
township clerk before a variance is issued. Bond may be by cash, certified check, irrevocable letter
of credit, or a surety bond, acceptable to the township board.

Section 18.03 i1 Appeal Requirements

The appellant must supply the following written information to the Zoning Board Of Appeals
chairperson before the case will be heard:
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1. Appellant's name, address, phone number, and legal property description.

2. A copy of written land use application denial from the Zoning Enforcement Officer. The denial
should state the reason for denial.

3. Written request for an appeal hearing.

4. An accurate plan of property showing location, size, and use of all existing and proposed
structures, street right-of-way, structures on adjoining property, surface drainage patterns, lot
dimensions, yard setbacks, and other pertinent data.

5. Names and addresses of all adjoining property owners.

6. A notice of the Public Hearing shall be mailed to the chairperson of the Edenville Township
Planning Commission.

The Zoning Board Of Appeals may waive portions of the data required in this ordinance.

Section 18.04 ii Public Hearing

The Township shall publish notification of the public hearing in a newspaper of general circulation in the
township one time. Refer to the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act, PA110 of 2006.

After all necessary information is submitted to the chairperson, the Zoning Board of Appeals shall hear
the case within 90 calendar days.

A public hearing shall not be granted if the property identified in the request for variance is presently in
noncompliance with the zoning ordinance. Under special circumstances, the Planning Commission
may waive this requirement.
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ARTICLE 19. DISTRICT CHANGES AND ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS

Section 19.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

The intent and purpose of this section is to identify the petitioning process for a change in zoning
classification.

Section 19.02ri Petition for Zoning Classification Change

Any person or persons desiring a change in zoning classifications shall petition the Edenville Township

Planning commission for such change. The petition shall include a legal description of the property and

the petitioner's name, address and phone number.

Upon receipt of a petition desiring a change in zoning classification, the Edenville Township Planning

Commission shall hold a public hearing, pursuant to State Act 184 of 1943, as amended, and provide

written notification thereof to the owners of properties lying within:

1. 300 feet of any part of the property proposed to be changed to residential Districts A, B, or C.

2. 400 feet of any part of the property proposed to be changed to District E, Commercial; District D,
Agricultural; or District G, Recreational.

3. 5280 feet of any part of the property proposed to be changed to District F, Industrial.

4. All adjacent townships.

Section 19.03 i Petition for Ordinance Amendment

Any person or persons desiring an ordinance amendment shall petition the Edenville Township
Planning Commission for such change. The petition shall be in writing and contain the name and
address of the petitioner and the specific portion or portions of the ordinance requested to be amended
and the purpose of the amendment. In the event, the petitioner is not the owner of the property to be
re-zoned, the Planning Commission must receive in writing or personal appearance by the property
owner his or her agreement or dissent on the zoning petition.

Section 19.04 i Public Hearing

The Edenville Township Planning Commission shall hold a public hearing, or hearings, within 60 days

of the receipt of the Petition For Zoning Reclassification or Ordinance Amendment, notice of which

shall be given by one no less than 15 days prior to the hearing, in a newspaper of general circulation in

the Township of Edenville, per the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act, PA110 of 2006, as amended. The

notice shall include:

1. A description of the nature of the Petition For Zoning Reclassification or Ordinance Amendment,

2. The location of the property which is the subject of the Petition For Zoning Reclassification.

3. A statement indicating when and where the Petition For Zoning Reclassification or Ordinance
Amendment will be considered.

4. A statement of when and where pertaining material may be examined.

5. A statement of when and where written comments will be received concerning the request.

6. A notice containing the aforementioned information shall be sent by first class mail or by personal
delivery to the applicant and to all property owners per Section 18.01. A notice shall also be sent to
all public utilities serving the township, which are registered with the township.

Section 19.05 " Fee

A fee, as determined by the Township Board, must be paid by the person or persons desiring a change
in zoning classification or ordinance amendment.

Section 19.06 N Review

The petition should be submitted to the Midland County Planning Commission.

Section 19.07 i1 Action

The petition shall then be submitted to the Township Board by the Township Planning Commission and
acted upon in accordance with the provisions of State Act 184 of the Public Act of 1943, as amended.
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ARTICLE 20. CONDITIONAL RE-ZONING

Section 20.01 i1 Intent and Purpose

It is recognized that there are certain instances where it would be in the best interests of the Township,
as well as advantageous to property owners seeking a change in zoning boundaries, if certain
conditions could be proposed by property owners as part of a request for a rezoning. It is the intent of
this Section to provide a process consistent with the provisions of the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act,
PA110 of 2006 by which an owner seeking a rezoning may voluntarily propose conditions regarding the
use and/or development of land as part of the rezoning request

Section 20.02 ii Application and Offer of Conditions

1. An owner of land may voluntarily offer in writing conditions relating to the use and/or development
of land for which a rezoning is requested. This offer may be made either at the time the application
for rezoning is filed or may be made at a later time during the rezoning process.

2. The required application and process for considering a rezoning request with conditions shall be
the same as that for considering rezoning requests made without any offer of conditions, except as
modified by the requirements of this Article.

3. The owner's offer of conditions may not purport to authorize uses or developments not permitted in
the requested new zoning district.

4. The owner's offer of conditions shall bear a reasonable and rational relationship to the property for
which rezoning is requested.

5. Any use or development proposed as part of an offer of conditions that would require a special land
use permit under the terms of this Ordinance may only be commenced if a special land use permit
for such use or development is ultimately granted in accordance with the provisions of this
Ordinance.

6. Any use or development proposed as part of an offer of conditions that would require a variance
under the terms of this Ordinance may only be commenced if a variance for such use or
development is ultimately granted by the Zoning Board of Appeals in accordance with the
provisions of this Ordinance.

7. Any use or development proposed as part of an offer of conditions that would require site plan
approval under the terms of this Ordinance may only be commenced if site plan approval for such
use or development is ultimately granted in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance.

8. The offer of conditions may be amended during the process of rezoning consideration provided
that any amended or additional conditions are entered voluntarily by the owner. An owner may
withdraw all or part of its offer of conditions any time prior to final rezoning action of the Township
Board provided that, if such withdrawal occurs subsequent to the Planning Commission's public
hearing on the original rezoning request, then the rezoning application shall be referred to the
Planning Commission for a new public hearing with appropriate notice and a new recommendation.

Section 20.03 i Planning Commission Review

The Planning Commission, after public hearing and consideration of the factors for rezoning set forth in
Article 18 of this Ordinance, may recommend approval, approval with recommended changes or denial
of the rezoning; provided, however, that any recommended changes to the offer of conditions are
acceptable to and thereafter offered by the owner.
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Section 20.04 i Township Board Review

After receipt of the Planning Commission's recommendation, the Township Board shall deliberate upon
the requested rezoning and may approve or deny the conditional rezoning request. The Township
Board's deliberations shall include, but not be limited to, a consideration of the factors for rezoning set
forth in Article 18 of this Ordinance. Should the Township Board consider amendments to the proposed
conditional rezoning advisable and if such contemplated amendments to the offer of conditions are
acceptable to and thereafter offered by the owner, then the Township Board shall, in accordance with
the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act, PA110 of 2006, refer such amendments to the Planning
Commission for a report thereon within a time specified by the Township Board and proceed thereafter
in accordance with said statute to deny or approve the conditional rezoning with or without
amendments.

Section 20.05 ii Approval

1. If the Township Board finds the rezoning request and offer of conditions acceptable, the offered
conditions shall be incorporated into a formal written Statement of Conditions acceptable to the
owner and conforming in form to the provisions of this Article. The Statement of Conditions shall be
incorporated by attachment or otherwise as an inseparable part of the conditional re-zoning
agreement.

2. The Statement of Conditions shall:

A. Be in a form recordable with the Register of Deeds of the County in which the subject land is
located.

B. Contain a legal description of the land to which it pertains.

C. Contain a statement acknowledging that the Statement of Conditions runs with the land and
is binding upon successor owners of the land.

D. Incorporate by attachment or reference any diagram, plans or other documents submitted or
approved by the owner that are necessary to illustrate the implementation of the Statement
of Conditions. If any such documents are incorporated by reference, the reference shall
specify where the document may be examined.

E. Contain a statement acknowledging that the Statement of Conditions shall be recorded by
the Township with the Register of Deeds of the County in which the land referenced in the
Statement of Conditions is located.

F. Contain the notarized signatures of all of the owners of the subject land preceded by a
statement attesting to the fact that they voluntarily offer and consent to the provisions
contained within the Statement of Conditions.

3. Upon the rezoning taking effect, the Zoning Map shall be amended to reflect the new zoning
classification along with a designation that the land was rezoned with a Statement of Conditions.
The Township Clerk shall maintain a listing of all lands rezoned with a Statement of Conditions.

4. The approved Statement of Conditions shall be filed by the Township with the Register of Deeds of
the County in which the land is located. The Township Board shall have authority to waive this
requirement if it determines that, given the nature of the conditions and/or the time frame within
which the conditions are to be satisfied, the recording of such a document would be of no material
benefit to the Township or to any subsequent owner of the land.

5. Upon the rezoning taking effect, the use of the land so rezoned shall conform thereafter to all of the
requirements regulating use and development within the new zoning district as modified by any
more restrictive provisions contained in the Statement of Conditions.
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Section 20.06 i Compliance with Conditions

1. Any person who establishes a development or commences a use upon land that has been rezoned
with conditions shall continuously operate and maintain the development or use in compliance with
all of the conditions set forth in the Statement of Conditions. Any failure to comply with a condition
contained within the Statement of Conditions shall constitute a violation of this Zoning Ordinance
and be punishable accordingly. Additionally, any such violation shall be deemed a nuisance per se
and subject to judicial abatement as provided by law.

2. No permit or approval shall be granted under this Ordinance for any use or development that is
contrary to an applicable Statement of Conditions.

Section 20.07 i Time Period for Establishing Development or Use

Unless another time period is specified in the conditional re-zoning agreement, the subject land, the
approved development and/or use of the land pursuant to building and other required permits must be
commenced upon the land within 18 months after the rezoning took effect and thereafter proceed
diligently to completion. This time limitation may upon written request be extended by the Township
Board if (1) it is demonstrated to the Township Board's reasonable satisfaction that there is a strong
likelihood that the development and/or use will commence within the period of extension and proceed
diligently thereafter to completion and (2) the Township Board finds that there has not been a change in
circumstances that would render the current zoning with Statement of Conditions incompatible with
other zones and uses in the surrounding area or otherwise inconsistent with sound zoning policy.

Section20.08 i Reversion of Zoning

If approved development and/or use of the rezoned land does not occur within the time frame specified
under Subsection 20.07 above, then the land shall revert to its former zoning classification as set forth
in the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act, PA110 of 2006. The reversion process shall be initiated by the
Township Board requesting that the Planning Commission proceed with consideration of rezoning of
the land to its former zoning classification. The procedure for considering and making this reversionary
rezoning shall thereafter be the same as applies to all other rezoning requests.

Section 20.09 i Subsequent Rezoning of Land

When land that is rezoned with a Statement of Conditions is thereafter rezoned to a different zoning
classification or to the same zoning classification but with a different or no Statement of Conditions,
whether as a result of a reversion of zoning pursuant to Subsection 20.08 above or otherwise, the
Statement of Conditions imposed under the former zoning classification shall cease to be in effect.
Upon the owner's written request, the Township Clerk shall record with the Register of Deeds of the
County in which the land is located a notice that the Statement of Conditions is no longer in effect.

Section 20.10 i Amendment of Conditions

1. During the time period for commencement of an approved development or use specified pursuant
to Subsection 20.07 above or during any extension thereof granted by the Township Board, the
Township shall not add to or alter the conditions in the Statement of Conditions.
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2. The Statement of Conditions may be amended thereafter in the same manner as was prescribed
for the original rezoning and Statement of Conditions.

Section 20.1171 Township Right to Rezone

Nothing in the Statement of Conditions nor in the provisions of this Article shall be deemed to prohibit
the Edenville Township from rezoning all or any portion of land that is subject to a Statement of
Conditions to another zoning classification. Any rezoning shall be conducted in compliance with this
Ordinance and the Michigan Zoning Enabling Act, PA110 of 2006

Section 20.12 i1 Failure to Offer Conditions

The Township shall not require an owner to offer conditions as a requirement for rezoning. The lack of
an offer of conditions shall not affect an owner's rights under this Zoning Ordinance.
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ARTICLE 21. ADMINISTRATION

Section 21.01 1 Zoning Enforcement Officer

The provisions of this ordinance shall be administered by the zoning inspector who shall be appointed
by the Township Board for such term and subject to such conditions and employed at such rate of
compensation as said board shall determine.

Section 21.02 ii Building Permit

Except as otherwise provided, any building or structure over 200 square feet hereafter erected, or
altered shall require a building permit

Section 21.03 i Zoning Ordinance Review

This Zoning Ordinance, including the Zoning Map, shall be reviewed by the Edenville Township
Planning commission at least once every five years.
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ARTICLE 22. VIOLATION

Section 22.01 i1 Violation Declared A Nuisance

Any building or structure which is erected, constructed, reconstructed, altered, converted, maintained
or used, or any use of, and or premises which is begun, maintained or changed in violation of any
provision of this ordinance, is hereby declared to be a nuisance per se.

Section 22.02 i Sanctions for Violation

Any person or other entity who violates any of the provisions of this ordinance is responsible for a
municipal civil infraction as defined by Michigan law and subject to a civil fine of not more than $500.00,
plus costs, which may include all direct and indirect expenses to which the township has been put in
connection with the violation. In no case, however, shall costs of less than $9.00 or more than $500.00
be ordered. A violator of this ordinance shall also be subject to such additional sanctions, remedies,
and judicial orders as are authorized under Michigan law.

Each violation of a specific provision of this ordinance shall be considered a separate municipal civil
infraction.
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ARTICLE 23. EFFECTIVE DATE

Section 23.01 i1 Repealing Clause

The Zoning Ordinance of Edenville Township presently in effect and all amendments thereto, hereby
are repealed; provided, however, if this Zoning Ordinance shall subsequently not be approved by public
referendum or be judicially determined to have been unlawfully adopted, such public referendum or
judicial determination shall then automatically reinstate the present Edenville Township Zoning
Ordinance and all of its amendments to their full effect.

Section 23.02 i Severability

Sections of this ordinance shall be deemed to be severable and should any section, paragraph or
provisions hereof be declared by the courts to be unconstitutional or invalid, such holdings shall not
affect the validity of this ordinance as a whole or in part hereof, other than the part so declared to be
unconstitutional or invalid.

Section 23.03 i1 Effective Date

This ordinance shall be in effect following adoption by majority vote of the Township Board and 7 days
after publication, of the one notice of Zoning Ordinance adoption, in a newspaper of general circulation
within Edenville Township, provided no referendum petition is successfully filed. If a successful
referendum petition is filed, the Township Board shall publish the effective date of the Zoning
Ordinance after completion of the referendum.
